CASUAL TRADING BYE-LAWS

Waterford City Council Casual Trading Bye-Laws 2006
Waterford City Council in exercise of the powers conferred on it by Section 6 of the Casual Trading Act 1995 (No. 19 of 1995) hereby make the following Bye-Laws as to Casual Trading within the functional area of Waterford City.

INTERPRETATION:

1. In these Bye-Laws 
 “The Act” means the Casual Trading Act 1995

"Casual Trading" means the carrying out of trading as described by Section 2 of the Act.

"Designated Casual Trading Areas" means the area(s) designated by the Local Authority under Section 6 of the Act as an area where Casual Trading may be carried out."

"Casual Trading Licence" means a licence granted by the Local Authority under Section 4 of the Act."

"Authorised Officer" means a person appointed by the Local Authority under Section 10 of the Act."

“Trader” means a person to whom a Casual Trading Licence has been issued.

2. Waterford City Council hereby designates (a) the triangular area at the Apple Market; John Street, Waterford (b) Blackfriars Abbey, Waterford to be the Designated Casual Trading Areas for the City of Waterford  
3. (a) The triangular Casual Trading Area, hereinafter referred to as the Apple Market Casual Trading Area, is that area bounded on the west by John Street for a distance of 31.5 metres, on the north by a licensed premises (27 Michael Street) for a distance of 21 metres and on the south-east by the public roadway connecting John Street with Spring Garden Alley for a distance of 38 metres, without encroaching on the roadway or footpath in any place, as more particularly set out in map 1 attached.

   (b) The internal area of Blackfriars Abbey as more particularly set out in map 2 attached.

4 (a) The Apple Market Casual Trading Area shall be used for the general sale of goods.

   (b) The Blackfriars Abbey Casual Trading Area shall be used primarily for the sale of food products and arts and craft goods.
5. The Designated Casual Trading Areas shall be divided into trading bays each of which shall be numbered and trading within each bay shall be controlled by Licence issued by Waterford City Council.

6. Trading in the Apple Market Casual Trading Area shall take place only between the hours of 9.00 a.m. and 6.00 p.m. on Friday and Saturday of each week and on 8th December and the week preceding Christmas Day. 

7. Trading in the Blackfriars Abbey Casual Trading Area shall take place only between the hours of 9.00 a.m. and 6.00 p.m. on Friday and Saturday of each week and the week preceding Christmas Day.

8. No person will be entitled or allowed to trade in the Designated Casual Trading Areas without first having obtained a Licence from Waterford City Council.

9. Applications for a licence to trade in the Blackfriars Abbey Casual Trading Area shall be considered having regard to the following criteria:

(a) Preferred:

Locally produced food products that are grown, reared, caught, brewed, pickled, baked, smoked, or processed by the stallholder and are of exceptional quality.

                 
Locally produced arts and craft goods manufactured by the stallholder, which are  

               
of exceptional quality.

(b) Open to Consideration: 
Irish produced food products that are grown, reared, caught, brewed, pickled, baked, smoked, or processed by the stallholder, and are of exceptional quality.

Irish produced arts and craft goods manufactured by the stallholder which are of exceptional quality.

Non-Irish produced food products that are of exceptional quality and are considered to be beneficial to the mix or diversity of products available for sale in the Casual Trading Area.

Other products or goods, which are considered to be beneficial to the mix or diversity of products available for sale in the Casual Trading Area

10. Due recognition will be given to existing established licenced traders in the determination of licence applications in the Applemarket Casual Trading Area.

11. The allocation of a trading bay by licence shall not confer upon the trader any tenancy or right to occupy or transfer said allocation.

12. Waterford City Council or its employee or agent may permit the trading bay allocated by a Licence to be temporarily used, during the designated trading times, by any other licenced trader when not in use by the trader to whom it was allocated. If the trading bay is not used for a continuous period of one month Waterford City Council may, at its discretion, serve notice on the licence holder that his/her licence may be revoked for the remainder of the licence period, and arrange to reallocate the bay in question.

13. Traders selling food for human consumption shall comply in all respects with the Food Hygiene Regulations 1950 – 1989, the European Communities (Official Control of Foodstuffs) Regulations 1998 and the European Communities (Hygiene of Foodstuffs) Regulations 2000.

14. The following activities shall not be permitted within the Designated Casual Trading Areas 
(a) The trimming, gutting or cleaning of fish.

(b) The plucking of any fowl or feathered game,

15. A trader shall only trade within the trading bay allocated to him/her by licence and shall keep such bay in a clean and tidy condition and shall not trade in, park vehicle(s) in, deposit refuse in or in anyway interfere with, any other trading bay(s) in the trading area or hinder any other person in the proper use of the Designated Casual Trading Areas.

16. Each trader shall be responsible for the management of all wastes arising from his/her trading and associated activities and shall remove all waste generated from his/her business or trade.  All waste removed by traders from the Designated Casual Trading Area shall be disposed of in a manner which complies with the Waste Management Act 1996.  Any trader found to be in breach of this bye-law shall be liable to prosecution under the Litter Pollution Act 1997 and shall be liable to have their Casual Trading Licence revoked.
17. Each trader who sells food or drink for immediate consumption shall comply with Sect. 15 of the Litter Pollution Act 1997 in that suitable waste receptacles shall be provided to prevent the creation of litter and the trader shall ensure that any litter caused by the operation of the outlet is removed from the vicinity within a reasonable distance.
18. Each trader shall –

(a) Clean their trading bay immediately before and after the sale of goods for the day and
(b) As often as is necessary or when directed by Waterford City Council, its employees or agent, during the day on which the stall is in use for the sale of goods.
19. The design and specification of stalls, or other like objects for the carrying/displaying of goods, shall be subject to the prior approval of Waterford City Council.

20. During the days and hours of trading, no vehicles or objects shall be parked in designated Casual Trading area unless said vehicle or object is for the specific purpose of carrying on the trading to which the permit applies

21. Trading vehicles, stalls, media for display, goods, etc. shall only be allowed in the Designated Casual Trading Areas during the hours covered by the licence. There shall be no overnight parking. No trader shall park any vehicle or object in the designated trading area so as to cause an obstruction on the public roadways footpaths or parking areas in the vicinity of the Designated Casual Trading Areas.

22. Each trader shall ensure that no obstruction is caused or allowed to be caused to the owners or occupiers of premises and their invitees in the vicinity of the Designated Casual Trading Areas.

23. Waterford City Council shall not be responsible for any property belonging to any person whatever deposited or left in any part of the Designated Casual Trading Areas nor for any loss, damage or injury caused by the negligence of any trader, his/her agents, employers or customers.

24. Every trader and every other person within the Designated Casual Trading Areas shall comply with the lawful directions of an employee or agent of Waterford City Council and shall not interfere with such an officer, servant or agent in the proper exercise of his/her duty.

25. An Authorised Officer appointed by Waterford City Council:

 (a) May enter, inspect and examine any place where he/she has reasonable cause to believe that casual trading is being engaged in.

(b) may require any person whom he/she has reasonable cause to believe to be engaging in casual trading-

(i) to produce, if it is not being displayed, a casual trading licence authorising such trading and to permit the Authorised Officer to examine the licence.

(ii) If he/she fails, neglects or refuses to produce such a licence or in a case in which the licence is not being displayed, to furnish to the Authorised Officer his/her name and address and if he/she is the servant or agent of another person, the name and address of that person.

(iii) may make such examination and enquiry as may be necessary to ascertain whether the provisions of the Act and these Bye-Laws are being complied with.

An Authorised Officer who proposes to perform a power or function conferred by (a) and/or (b) above may request a member of the Garda Siochana to accompany him/her if he/she has reasonable cause to apprehend any obstruction in the performance of his/her duty.

26. No trader nor any other person shall interfere with, interrupt or obstruct any employee or agent of Waterford City Council engaged in the carrying out of any works or maintenance on any part of the Designated Casual Trading Areas even when such work is carried out during trading hours.

27. Any person requested by an employee or agent of Waterford City Council acting in lawful pursuit of his/her duty, to leave the Designated Casual Trading Areas shall do so, peaceably and forthwith.

28. In the event of non-compliance with any of these regulations by the holder of a trading licence or by his/her servant or agent, Waterford City Council may terminate the trading licence without notice.

29. Waterford City Council shall determine the Fee for a Casual Trading Licence from time to time. The fee for the first twelve months beginning from the date of the making of these Bye Laws shall be: €350 per trading bay per annum; €175 per trading bay for a six month period; €88 per trading bay for a three month period. The fee for a Special Licence for an Event shall be €110 per day or part thereof.

30. Special Casual Trading Licences may be issued by Waterford City Council from time to time for specific events to which the public are admitted, whether subject to an admittance fee or free of charge, at or in the vicinity of the place where and on the day(s) on which the event takes place.

31. Casual Trading carried out under section 30 above shall be governed by the conditions attached to the Special Casual Trading Licence.

32. The Bye-Laws known as the Waterford City Council  Casual Trading Bye Laws 2003 will be repealed in full from date of adoption of these Bye-Laws. Any existing Licence granted under the Waterford Corporation Casual Trading Bye Laws 2003 shall be deemed to be a valid Casual Trading Licence for the remainder of the period specified in such Licence.

33. These Bye-laws shall be known as the Waterford City Casual Trading Bye-Laws 2006
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
