ANNUAL FINANCIAL STATEMENT

(a) Consideration of Annual Financial Statement

The Annual Financial Statement for 2002, circulated with the Agenda, was considered.    Questions were dealt with concerning presentation of the estimates for 2004 to Council. The Head of Finance confirmed that he would present his report on the 2004 estimates to the CPG in during the month October 

The statement was unanimously adopted, on the proposition of Ald. P. Hayes seconded by Cllr. O. Clery. 

(b) Section 104 ( formerly section 11) Over Expenditure 2002.

On the proposition of Ald. P. Hayes, seconded by Cllr. O. Clery, it was unanimously agreed to approve the Section 104 Over-expenditure for 2002.

CITY COUNCIL LOGO

The Director of Community & Enterprise’s Report dated 9th September 2003 circulated with the agenda refers.

Members expressed concern that the new corporate logo would take from the significance of the City Crest on City Council stationary and eventually would replace the crest. Questions were asked in relation to the cost factor of the logo, positioning of the logo on City Council stationary and current stock of stationary.

The City Manager assured members that the significance of the crest would in no way be affected by the introduction of the corporate logo and informed the meeting that both the Crest and the Logo would appear on new City Council Stationary. The City Manager asked members for approval to proceed with the design of the stationary. He confirmed that he would revert to Council with the proposed stationary designs.

On the proposition of Cllr. S. Ryan, seconded by Cllr. M. Roche it was unanimously agreed to proceed with the design of the crest and logo for City Council stationary.

PLANNING:

(a) City Centre Pedestrianisation – Part 8 Commencement of Process

The Senior Architect outlined the previous pedestrianisation schemes in George’s St., Barronstrand St., O’Connell St., and Gladstone St.. He stated that the pedestrianisation of Broad St., would allow for the ease of access to the City Centre and provide a sense of enclosure. He informed the members that in designing the pedestrianisation of Broad St., he had taken into account the historical development of the site and looked at the traditional City Centre. 

The Senior Architect then presented the proposed layout for the pedestrianisation of Broad St. to the meeting.

The Director of Planning & Environment informed the members that urban renewal funding may be used over the coming years to build a sustainable and compact City Centre. He confirmed that there is a need to make Waterford the Regional Shopping Centre as the completion of the Outer Ring Road and By-Pass will allow greater access to other shopping areas.

He informed members of the necessary changes in traffic flow that will be required to accommodate the pedestrianisation of Broad St.

The Director of Planning & Environment informed members that it is proposed to complete the Part 8 Procedure, contract documents, and tendering prior to Christmas.

Members expressed concerns at the changes in traffic flow, personal security in the City Centre at night, access for the emergency services to and from the pedestrianised areas and the reported fall in business experienced by shops in pedestrianised areas.

The City Manager stated that he would revert to the City Council with a traffic management plan for the City.

On the proposition of Cllr. O. Clery, seconded by Ald. P. Hayes it was unanimously agreed to commence the process for the Pedestrianisation of the City Centre in accordance with Part 8 of the Planning & Development Regulations 2001.

(b) Kilcohan/St. Herblain Infill Housing – Part XI of Planning and Development Act 2000 and Part 8 of The Planning and Development Regulations 2001 – Completion of Process

The Director of Planning & Environment’s Report circulated, refers.

It was proposed by Cllr. O. Clery, seconded by Cllr. S. Ryan, and agreed to proceed with the development as recommended in the Manager’s report.

The Senior Planner confirmed that the five- week period for submissions had expired.

Responding to a question he informed the members that there are two buildings affected by this development. He stated that he had received a report on the condition and history of the buildings concerned.

03/432 – 8 no. dwellings in one block, comprising 4 no. 3 bedroom. 3no. 4 

  bedroom and 1 no. 5 bedroom and associated site services at Leamy    

  Street by Michael Quinlan c/o Patrick O’Neill 

The Senior Planner confirmed that this application was received on 1st August 2003 and that the five- week period for submissions had expired. He informed the meeting that no submissions had been received and that the Planning Department would be considering the capacity of the site to accept the scale of development. Responding to a question the Senior Planner confirmed that there is one off-road car parking space per house in the development.

(c) 03/417

The Senior Planner informed the meeting that this application was received on 25th 

July 2003 and that the five-week period for submissions had expired. He stated that 

one submission had been received and that the decision for planning permission was

due before 18th September 2003. 

Responding to questions the City Manager confirmed that the planning process is a

formal statutory process where a timeframe must be pursued to the end. He stated that

the decision to grant planning permission is an executive decision.
