SOCIAL INCLUSION FUNDING MEASURES REPORT

The Director of Community & Enterprise’s Report circulated on 21st July 2003 refers. The Director of Community & Enterprise informed the meeting that the Waterford City Development Board through the Social Inclusion Measures Sub-Committee has the task of co-ordinating Social Inclusion Measures in the City. She stated that the Taskforce on Integration of Local government and Local Development asked the CDB to: 

(a) Identify Measures/resources/ delivery agencies in Waterford City

(b) Require organisations to consult with CDBs when developing a social inclusion programme or funding proposal where there is a potential for overlap.

She confirmed that the report on Social Inclusion Measures Funding identifies two sources of funding (1) National and (2) Local from Nine Government Departments and seven Local Bodies. Responding to questions the Director of Community & Enterprise that there is a need for integrated plans to be developed to ensure no duplication of services and that gaps in services are identified and met

Questions were dealt with in relation to staff costs of various projects, how funding is being expended by the various projects and the information flow from the CPG’s, SPC’s and CDB to the City Council.

The Director of Community & Enterprise stated that the Report on Social Inclusion Measures Funding will assist the elected members on the various agencies to make informed decisions when funding applications are being decided. She informed the meeting that the plans of local development agencies will come before the CDB for endorsement.

The City Manager stated that the purpose of the report is not to question the community work that is being done but ensure resources are distributed equitably and resources are maximised.  

TRAVELLER ACCOMMODATION- PART 8

The Director of Planning & Environment confirmed that a large number of submissions had been received.  He informed the meeting that following examination of the submissions he recommends that the Council proceed with the Group Housing Scheme at the Green Road and Carrickpherish Road. He stated that a technical issue may be perceived to have arisen with the Airport Road Site and he would not be recommending that the Council proceed with the Airport Road site at this point in time.

Following a short adjournment, it was proposed by Cllr. O. Clery, seconded by Cllr. J. Halligan and unanimously resolved: 

“Having regard to the recommendation of the Traveller Accommodation Plan as agreed by the City Council an its remit to provide an integrated approach on a City Wide basis accommodation for the travelling community, the Council resolve to reject the recommendation of the City Manager as presented until such time as a positive recommendation is made to the City Council by the City Manager covering all three wards.”

KNOCKBOY HOUSING SCHEME – PART 8 

The Director of Planning & Environment’s Report dated 16th October 2003 circulated refers. The Director of Planning & Environment informed the meeting that a large number of submissions had been received. He confirmed that the submissions had been examined by the Housing Department and that amendments had been made to the proposed scheme addressing the issues raised during the statutory consultation process.

It was proposed by Ald. D. Daniels and seconded by Cllr. M. Roche that the scheme be amended by the removal of the three- storey housing and requested that new plans be drawn up and brought before Council.

The Director of Planning & Environment informed members that the original number of three storey houses had been reduced and stated that it would not be reasonable to remove any further three storey houses. He stated that housing scheme that the City Architect had developed was an integrated design of the highest quality.

On the proposition of Cllr. S. Ryan, seconded by Ald. P. Hayes it was unanimously agreed to suspend standing orders for 20 minutes.

Questions were dealt with regarding the submissions from An Taisce, the Gardai, the provision of the community facility and the exterior finish of the houses. 

The City Manager informed the meeting that any further changes would reduce the integrity of the design of the housing scheme and reduce its attractiveness as a potential affordable housing scheme.

Ald. D. Daniels amendment was put to the meeting and was defeated on a show of hands by 8 votes to 6.

Following consideration of the report dated 16th October, 2003, it was proposed by Cllr. L. O’Neill and seconded by Cllr. D. Walsh that Waterford City Council  proceed with the development as recommended in the aforementioned  report .

PROPOSED EXTINGUISHMENT OF PUBLIC RIGHTS OF WAY AT KNOCKHOUSE ROAD

The Director of Transportation & Infrastructure’s Report dated 14th October 2003 circulated with the agenda refers. It was noted that the period for objections in respect of the above proposed extinguishment of public right of way had expired and that no objection had been received. 

On the proposition of Ald. P. Hayes, seconded by Ald. H. Quinlan it was unanimously agreed to complete the process for the extinguishment of the public rights of way at KnockhouseRoad.

The Director of Housing & Corporate Affairs informed the meeting that he had received a proposal from a cross interest group of employees from Iarnrod Eireann who wished to make a presentation to the City Council regarding the Limerick-Rosslare Railway Line. It was agreed that the group be invited to make a presentation to Council at the Council Meeting in Committee on 17th November 2003.

It was agreed to adjourn the remaining business of the meeting to Friday 24th October 2003 at 4.30pm

This concluded the business of the meeting.
