Apologies for inability to attend were received from Ald. T. Cunningham (Mayor), 

Clr. S. Ryan (both absent on official business) and Clr. J. Halligan and Mr. E. Breen, 

City Manager (on official business) 

Chair:

In the absence of His Worship the Mayor, Ald. H. Quinlan was unanimously moved to the Chair.

Draft Annual Report:

The Draft Annual Report, circulated with Agenda, was considered and on the proposition of Clr. D. Walsh, seconded by Clr .M. Roche, was unanimously adopted.    The Report will now go to publication.

Waste Presentation Bye Laws:

The Draft Bye-Laws for the Presentation, Collection and Storage of Household Waste, circulated with Agenda, were considered in detail.   The Director of Services, Planning and Environment, informed the meeting that the Bye-Laws are required for the proper management of household waste, the prevention and control of environmental pollution and to facilitate compliance with the Separate Collection System.     Notice of Intention to make the Bye-Laws will be published in the Press and any observations or submissions received will be reported to Council.

It was agreed on the proposition of Clr. L. O’Neill, seconded by Clr. O. Clery to publish the relevant notice and commence the consultation process.

Casual Trading Bye Laws and City Market:

Draft Casual Trading Bye-Laws 2003, circulated with Agenda, together with Report from Director of Services, Planning & Environment, were considered. The Director of Services stated that following a consultation process which began in November 2002, a consensus as to the benefits of establishing a quality food and craft market emerged. The suggested location for the market is the lower end of Jenkins Lane in the vicinity of the Beach Tower and the City Wall.

It is proposed to revoke the existing Casual Trading Bye-Laws and to make new Bye-Laws to permit the establishment of the market.

Questions were dealt with regarding times of trading, water supply, cleaning of the area, and issues were raised regarding priority for existing and local traders and produce, fees and the presentation of the market as a whole.   It was noted that the existing Apple Market Casual Trading Area remains unchanged in the proposed Bye-Laws.     The Director stated that notice of intention to make Bye-Laws will be published in the press and interested parties may make observations and submissions during a six week period. He agreed to reflect the members concerns, in respect of the issues raised, in the Draft to be put on display.

It was agreed on the proposition of Ald. M. Cummins, seconded by Clr. L. O’Neill to publish the relevant notice and commence the consultation process.

Planning:

(a) (i)
Variation of Development Plan - Rezoning of Lands at Kilcohan Park & Saint Herblain Park:

The City Manager’s Report, circulated with Agenda, was adopted on the proposition of Ald. M. Cummins, seconded by Clr. Clery.

(a)(ii) Planning & Development Act 2000 Part XI;   Local Government Planning & Development Regulations 2001 Part 8 - Housing Development Kilcohan Park & Saint Herblain Park:

It was proposed by Ald. M. Cummins, seconded by Clr. M. Ivory, and agreed that Waterford City Council commence the process under Part XI of the Planning & Development Act 2000 and Part 8 of the Local Government Planning & Development Regulations 2001in respect of the housing development at Kilcohan Park and Saint Herblain Park.

Clr. M. Roche asked that it be recorded that she did not think this proposed development would stop anti-social behaviour.

(b)
Planning & Development Act 2000 Part XI;  Local Government Planning & Development Regulations 2001 Part 8 - Knockboy Housing Development

It was proposed by Clr. M. Ivory, seconded by Clr. T. Murphy, and agreed that Waterford City Council commence the process under Part XI of the Planning & Development Act 2000 and Part 8 of the Local Government Planning & Development Regulations 2001in respect of the housing development at Knockboy.

It was agreed that the Director of Services, Housing and Corporate Affairs, would meet the Ward members to discuss the proposal.

(c)
Planning & Development Act 2000 Part XI;  Local Government Planning & Development Regulations 2001 Part 8 – Double Roundabout at the Junction of Military Road, Morrisson’s Road, Yellow Road and Ozanam Street - completion of process.

Notice of the proposed development having been published on the 6th June 2003, six written submissions were received within the prescribed period.     A meeting was also held between officials of the Department of Transportation and Infrastructure and a number of local business people.   The Report of the Director of Services, Planning and Environment (circulated at the meeting) included the background to this and pointed out that objections raised in the written submissions and at the meeting with the business people have been addressed and he has recommended that the proposed development proceed, as it represents major improvements at the junction.

Accordingly, it was proposed by Clr. S. Dower, seconded by Clr. M. Ivory and unanimously agreed to proceed with the development as recommended in the report presented to Council.

(d)
Planning & Development Act 2000 Part X;  Local Government Planning & Development Regulations 2001 Part 8  –   Realignment of Knockboy Road - Completion of Process
Notice of the proposed development was published on the 6th June 2003.   No written submissions were received within the prescribed period.    The Director of Services, Planning and Environment, in his report (circulated at the meeting) recommended that the proposed development proceed.

Accordingly, it was proposed by Clr. M. Roche, seconded by Ald. D. Daniels and unanimously agreed to proceed with the development as recommended in the report presented to Council.

Community and Enterprise.

ENERGY BUREAU:

The Director of Planning & Environment informed the members that Waterford City Council and Waterford County Council are establishing an Energy Bureau. Waterford County Council are the lead authority for the project in partnership with Waterford City Council and Tramore Development Trust. The project will attract financial assistance of approx. €250,000 from the EU Commission Interreg 111A Programme over a three year period. A small amount of matching funding will be required. The Energy Bureau will be involved in the promotion of energy conservation and the development of renewable energy technologies in Waterford.
