1.       PRESENTATION BY WATERFORD REGIONAL YOUTH SERVICES – 
              MR. E. O’NEILL AND MR. S. MCGRATH 

Mr. E. O’Neill and Mr. S.McGrath  made a presentation to the Members on the development of the proposed Youth & Community Centre at the 6 acre site at the Outer Ring Road. 

The presentation covered the proposed design details for  the new building, phased provision and intended uses .   Questions were dealt with regarding funding, estimated cost,  planning permission, fire safety certificate,  commencement date, boundary walls.

The Members were unanimous in their support for the proposals as outlined and complimented the presenters on their good work  in relation to centres provided and managed by the WRYS throughout the city.

Mr O’Neill and Mr.  McGrath then withdrew  from the meeting.

2. Draft Annual Report –2003

The draft Annual Report circulated with the Agenda was considered and on the proposition of  Ald. P. Hayes seconded by Cllr. S. Ryan,  was unanimously adopted.  The report will now go for publication.

3. (a) Report on Amenities 

The Director of Community & Enterprise outlined the amenities  provided by Waterford City Council both directly and indirectly and our  support to sporting, community and voluntary organisations in providing facilities by way of land, buildings and finance.   The Director confirmed the biggest challenge for the future is the ongoing maintenance of new developments

The Director answered questions regarding childcare facilities, maintenance of flower beds and shurbs.

(b) Regional Sports Complex 

Mr.  T. McNamara   made a presentation to the Members on the development  of  Waterford Regional Sports Complex outlining  for project  approach which included review of current design, overall campus development, project scope/funding options and programme delivery

Questions were dealt with regarding joint venture approach, funding, time scales , community involvement and the balance between sports facilities and health and leisure. 

The Members were unanimous in their agreement to further progress the development.  The Manager confirmed this item will revert to Council.
4. (a) Taking in Charge of Estates 

The Director of Planning & Environment’s report circulated with the Agenda.

The Director confirmed because of a drainage problem Birchwood, Ballytruckle would not be taken in charge at this point in time and confirmed the  addition of the Moorings  which had been on display for taking in charge.

5. Litter Management Plan 



The Director of Planning & Environment’s report together with a copy of the Proposed Plan  was circulated with the Agenda. The Director stated that the consultation process began in 2002 and a Draft Plan was placed on public display from 28th February to 14th April, 2003.  He stated that extensive public consultation was carried out and he summarised the contents of the one public submission received.  The Director stated that the Draft Plan was discussed  at meetings of  the Environment SPC, and at the October 2003 meeting the Committee agreed to recommend the Plan to City Council for adoption.   The main objectives of the plan and measures for achieving these objectives were discussed. The Director reported on the measures taken in 2003 and to date in 2004 in relation to the prevention and control of litter. Questions were dealt with regarding licencing of waste collectors, litter prosecutions, street cleaning in housing estates, skips, illegal dumping. 
On the proposition of Cllr. S. Ryan, seconded by Cllr. M. Roche, it was unanimously agreed to make the Waterford City Council Litter Management Plan in the form accompanying the agenda accordance with Section 10-12 of the Litter Pollution Act, 1997.

6. Ballytruckle Local Area Plan

It was unanimously agreed to refer this item to the next Council Meeting in Committee.

7. Any Other Business

The Manager informed the Council that in order to have relevant décor in situ for the European Ministers visit some posters erected for the Local Election may be moved.
