DEPUTATION FROM SOUTH EAST ON TRACK

Ms. Sinead Conroy, Mr.  Brian O’Keeffe and Mr. Michael Hanrahan  made a presentation to the Members on the reopening of the New Ross to Waterford rail line and and upgrading of the Limerick to Rosslare line.  At the outset Ms. S. Conroy sought the  support of the   City Council  by asking for a  City  Council representative to join South East on Track Committee and  input into the preparation of  a viable action plan for the introduction of a  commuter rail and bus network in the south east.

The presentation covered the need for  D.M.U’s. on the Waterford to Dublin route, rail connection from New Ross to Dublin, Limerick, Cork and west of Ireland, including connections from Clonmel, Carrick on Suir and South Wexford which would not only allow for the introduction of a Quality Bus Corridor in Waterford but also a bus service to serve smaller towns and hinterlands giving connections to rail stations.    Greater access and exit at Plunkett Station in Waterford, installation of platforms at Belview Port

There was unanimous  support from the Members to   the proposals as outlined and  they were in agreement  to nominate a Member to the Committee.

Represenatives from South East on Track thanked the Members and left the meeting.

It was proposed by Cllr. O. Clery, seconded by Ald P. Hayes ,and unanimously resolved that Cllr. L. O’Neill be the City Council’s nominee to the South East on Track Committee. 

It was agreed to discuss the matter of SEHB funding at this point of the meeting

Cllr. S. Ryan read a letter he had received from the Chief Executive Officer of the South Eastern Health Board which confirmed the Bord is obliged by the Department to allocate a Contingency Fund in preparation of its budget .  The Executive & the Bord felt the contingency sum of €6 million was adequate and substantially less than 1% of the SEHB annual budget.  The fund is reported on at each monthly meeting and  the Department of Health would have been aware of this.

It was agreed to circulate a copy of the letter to each Member subject to clarification from the Chief Executive Officer of the South Eastern Health Board. 

It was also agreed Cllr. S. Ryan and Ald. H. Quinlan,  draft a motion for this Council calling on the Minister for Health & Children to reverse his  decision to exclude  representatives of the City Council from the Bord  which comes into affect in June, 2004.

URBAN RENEWAL

The City Manager’s report was circulated at the meeting.  Questions were dealt with regarding street levels, taxi stands,  consultation with retailers/business, construction period.

It was proposed by Cllr O. Clery, seconded by Ald P. Hayes and unanimously agreed:

“That the City Council proceed with Urban Renewal  Project at Broad Street/Michael Street/Peter Street/ Arundel Lane/Blackfriars/Arundel Sq (west).
