Draft Waterford City Appointed Stands – Bye Laws 2004- Completion of process

The Director of Transportation & Infrastructure’s Report circulated prior to the meeting refers. The Director of Transportation & Infrastructure stated that the Draft Waterford City Appointed Stands Bye Laws were placed on public display from December 5th 2003 to January 24th 2004 and confirmed that no submissions were received. 

He informed the meeting that a joint written submission had previously been received from residents of St. John’s Avenue concerned that the creation of a taxi rank in the Applemarket would result in unsocialable behaviour in the area.He confirmed that the situation would be monitored.

The Director of Transportation and Infrastructure informed the meeting that the proposed bye-laws provide for the provision of 66 taxi rank spaces and recommended the adoption of the proposed bye-laws.

Questions were dealt with regarding the direction of traffic in Michael St., part time appointed stands and observations by taxi drivers  to the current proposals.

It was noted that the matter will be kept under regular review.

 It was proposed by Ald. P. Hayes and seconded by Cllr. O. Clery that the Waterford City Appointed Stands Bye-Laws be adopted, in accordance with Section 84 of the Road Traffic Act 1961 as substituted by Section 15  of the Road Traffic Act 2002.

A show of hands was called for, which resulted as follows:

The mayor declared the matter carried.

Review of Disc Parking Areas

The Director of Transportation & Infrastructure’s Report and the attached map circulated at the meeting refers.

The Director of Transportation & Infrastructure confirmed that it is proposed to significantly extend the disc-parking zone in the City and informed the meeting of the areas to be included in the proposed extended disc parking area. He stated that it is proposed to operate a 2 hour free parking system, at the Park Road in order to facilitate users of the People’s Park.

At the members request it was  agreed to include the following areas in the extension 

of the disc parking area, Rockfield Park, Morrisson’s Road, Blake’s Lane,  

Hennessy’s Road from its junction with Blakes Lane towards Collete Street, Mount 

Sion Avenue, Monastery Street, St. Ignatius Street, St. Carthage’s Avenue, Barrett 

Place, Gracedieu Road between Military Road and Rockfield Park.

On the proposition of Cllr. M. Ivory, seconded by Ald. P. Hayes it was unanimously agreed to extend the disc parking zone to include areas identified in the map circulated with  the Director of Transportation & Infrastructure’s Report dated 19th January 2004, together with the areas now identified by Council Members.

The Director of Transportation & Infrastruture confirmed that parking at Miller’s Marsh car park would be re-advertised. He asked members to contact the Transportation & Infrastruture Dept. within the next 10 days if they wanted to consult further with him regarding the extension of the disc parking areas.

Tall Ship’s Race 2005 – Update

Ms. O. O’Reilly, Tall Ships’ Race Event  Manager gave a update on the Tall Ships’ Race 2005. Ms. O. O’Reilly informed the meeting of the background of the Tall Ships’ Race visit to Waterford. She listed the key obligations on the host port imposed by Sail Training International, the orgainsers of the Tall Ships Race.

She confirmed that Cherbourg-Octeville, Newcastle-Gateshead and Fredrikstad are the other three ports of the 2005 Tall Ships’ Race. Ms. O’O’Reilly referred to the committee structures in place and identified the chairs of the five operational committees and their areas of responsibility.

Ms. O. O’ Reilly concluded the presentation by giving details of progress made to date and presented a sample Tall Ships’ Race Port logo to the meeting.

Questions were dealt with regarding the North Wharf, safety, adjoining local authorities, sporting activities for the trainees, merchandising, promotion of the Tall Ships’ Race and funding.

Ms. O’Reilly’s report was circulated to members at the meeting.

European Ministers Visit

The City Manager confirmed that 31 European Ministers will attend the meeting of European Environmental Ministers in Waterford from May 14th – 16th 2004. 

The City Manager stated that the meeting is an opportunity to promote the City with the International Press that will providing media coverage of the Ministers’ Meeting.

He informed the meeting that he has sought additional funding from the Minister of Environment, Heritage & Local Government to carry out a number of small urban renewal projects in the City Centre. He confirmed that proposals for the projects are at an early stage and that he will meet with the members over the next few days to further update them.

Regional Sports Centre – Update

The City Manager confirmed that sports capital grants to the value €4.6million have been awarded to the City Council in past number of years and that the proposed project at the Regional Sports Centre will cost €9 million. He stated that another application had been made under the Sports Captial Grant Scheme 2004 but that in order to secure further funding the project would have to commence imminently

He confirmed that the City Council is currently in negotation with a number of consultants regarding a Public Private Partnership and that interviews are scheduled to take place on 29th January 2004 to select a consultant.

Questions were dealt with regarding the hiring of consultants, consultation with sporting groups and reclaimed lands in the area.

Waste Mangement - Revised Charge Structure

The information leaflet and time schedule circulated prior to the meeting refers.

The Director of Planning & Environment confirmed that from 2nd February 2004 the weekly presentation charges will be €4.50 for the grey/black bin and €1.50 from the brown/green bin. He informed the meeting that an information leaflet regarding the 2004 charging regime is being distributed to each household in the City. He stated that the €80 annual fixed charged is payable between 2nd February and 30th June 2004 and may be paid in two instalments of €40 and may be paid by any of the following means: online, by telephone and credit card or by cheque to the Finance Dept. He informed the meeting that landlords will be liable for the fixed charge.

The Director of Planning & Environment referred to the time schedule for the implementation of new waste charges. He confirmed that shops will carry information posters and that a radio advertisement campaign will commence in the coming week. He informed members that only wheeled bins carrying the fixed payment sticker and appropriate number of tags will be emptied after 5th July 2003.

The Director of Planning & Environment confirmed that all brown waste is being dealt with at the compost plant. He stated that 10 tonnes of waste is being brought to the plant each day and that the compost will be made available free of charge by way of promotion of the service from March onwards in the current year. He stated that the plant will officially be opened prior to the European Environmental Ministers visit to Waterford. 

Questions were dealt with regarding out of date wheelie bin tickets, the purchase of the fixed rate sticker, dumping/litter fines, stolen wheelie bins and the waiver system. 

On the proposition of Ald. P. Hayes seconded by Cllr. M. Roche it was unanimously agreed to suspend standing orders for 10 minutes to complete the agenda.

Permission is sought for the proposed construction of 61dwellings, together with 635 m² 2-storey crèche facility and external play areas, 2 no. community rooms including kitchen and toilet facilities (223 m²) and 158 m² ground floor extension to existing retail unit. The residential element of the development consists of 10 no. 2-storey and attic 3-bedroom town houses (94 m²), 5 no. 2-storey 2-bedroom duplex dwellings (86 m²), 42 no. 2-bedroom apartments (Types A1: 71 m², A2: 65 m², A3: 64 m²) incorporated within 2 no. 3-storey buildings. Construction of 3 no. 1-bedroom apartments (53 m²) and 1 no. 2-bedroom apartment (78 m²) at second floor level above the crèche facility. Construction of ancillary development works consisting of roads, footpaths, drainage works (including diversion of existing drainage and water mains services from the adjacent Brasscock centre), landscaping, parking spaces, external lighting, and ESB substation associated with the development, together with the felling of 3 existing trees at site at Ballynakill Downs, Ballynakill, Dunmore Road, Waterford – McInerney (Waterford).

The Senior Planner stated that this application had been refused in December 2003 and appealed to An Bord Pleanala

City Crest

The Director of Housing & Corporate Affairs informed the meeting that the Procedures Committee recommended that an application for use of the City Crest by St Patrick’s Hospital for a history project by its residents be approved.

On the proposition Cllr. S. Dower, seconded by Ald. H. Quinlan it was unanimously agreed to approve the use of the City Crest by St Patrick’s Hospital for this project.

Civic Reception 

The Director of Housing & Corporate Affairs confirmed that the Mayor had received a request from the Quaker Foundation to appropriately mark the 350th Anniversary of the Quaker Foundation in Ireland. He advised members that it was custom and practice to mark such occassions by a Civic Reception.

On the proposition of Ald. P. Hayes, seconded by Cllr. S. Dower it was unanimously agreed to accord a civic reception to mark the 350th anniversary of the Quaker Foundation in Ireland.

Questions were dealt with in relation to eletronic voting and election funding.
