PLANNING:

1 (a) Part 8 Local Government (Planning & Development) Regulations, 2001 as amended, commencement process - Proposed Housing Development Lisduggan Infill Housing. 

The A/Senior Architect presented proposed plans.  Questions were dealt with in relation to anti-social behaviour , right-of-way to ESB Sub-station, lighting, landscaping, start date, playing pitch.  The Mayor expressed reservations regarding additional houses and  wall heights.

(b)Part 8 Local Government (Planning & Development) Regulations, 2001 as amended, commencement of the process - City Council Depot at Carrickphierish.

The Director of Planning & Environment outlined the poor condition of the present depot and its unsuitable use in the heart of the City.  He confirmed the new facility was at the design stage and that agreement has been reached with the Unions and the  workforce.  The new building will cost in the region of €3.5 and part of this cost could be recovered from the sale of the present site.  The Director confirmed the project will be advertised within the next couple of weeks.

2. Material Contravention - completion of process.

“ That this Council, in accordance with Section 34(6) of the Planning & Development Act, 2000, requires that a decision to grant planning permission be made in respect of planning application reference  04/198  - A two-storey 40 bedroom Day Hospital (total floor area 6,107 sq.m) including (1) A Radio Therapy Unit, (11) A Radiology Unit, (111) 10 Consulting Suites, (IV) Single storey hospital services building (380 sq.m) and ancillary site development works, consisting of 72 surface car parking spaces, perimeter and garden landscaping and a two-way vehicular access from Kilbarry Road and a one way in only access from the Waterford Outer Ring Road (under construction) all on a 3.85 hectares site Kilbarry, Ballyhoo, Waterford
