	DEVELOPMENT PLAN


A report on Zoning Policy Objectives and on zoning submissions dated 26th September, 2006 was circulated with the Agenda.

The Director of Planning, Culture & Human Resources outlined the statutory procedures in relation to publication of the Plan:-
It was necessary for the draft Plan to issue to the Members by 3rd October, 2006.  The Council would then have a period of eight weeks to consider this draft, make amendments and submissions if necessary.  It is required that the Draft Plan be published by the 8th December, 2006 and will be on public display for a three month period.  Any submissions will be considered and a report issued to Council.  
 The Director of Services also stated that it is believed that the zoning now proposed is more than adequate for the next six years and reflects the proper development of the City.

Concerns were raised regarding various chapters in the plan dealing with Retail, Housing Strategy, and other key policy area, which needed to be looked at in detail and Council should be afforded an opportunity to do so.  Following a discussion on same it was agreed that as the Draft Plan would be on display for eight weeks, Council would have an opportunity to examine same and discuss with Council Officials any concerns they may have.

Questions were then dealt with on the following zoning submissions detailed in report dated 26th September, 2006 

No. 8, 10, 12, 21, 23, 32, 36, 38, 43,  48, 49, 52, 53, 56, 64,65, 67, 74, 70, 75, 76, 86, 87, 88, 93, 96, 98, 105, 108, 110, 111, 147, 148, 156 and 157.
It was recommended and agreed that the lands inside the Outer Ring Road be zoned for residential use.
Questions were raised regarding lands for social housing during the period of the Plan which were dealt with by the City Manager.
