BUDGET 2007

The Head of Finance introduced the budget outlining position in income and expenditure, advising of the deficit of over €320,000 and that notification of the 2007 Local Government Fund had not yet been received..

Programme 1:  Housing & Building

The Head of Finance outlined the principal items of income and expenditure in this programme, rent, 

housing maintenance, rental accommodation scheme assistance to persons housing themselves.

Questions were dealt with regarding, maintenance of local authority houses, local government fund,  management of  halting site, rental accommodation scheme. 

Programme 2:  Road Transportation & Safety

The Head of Finance outlined the principal items of income and expenditure in this programme. 
Questions were dealt with regarding  management of parking fines,  public lighting and the provisions for safety awareness and flood control. 

Programme 3:  Water Supply & Sewerage
The Head of Finance presented the principal items of income and expenditure in this programme, commercial water and sewerage treatment provision.

Questions were dealt with regarding comparisons of commercial water charges with other Cities, water conservation, drainage problems at Abbeylands and the main drainage scheme.

Programme 4:  Development Incentives & Controls 
The Head of Finance presented the principal items of income and expenditure in this programme, 

Questions were dealt with in relation to  Southern and Eastern Regional Assembley, sports partnership, planning contributions, community challenge, Town Twinning, Funding of the Granary, industrail development with particular reference to the role of the City Development Board.

 Programme 5:  Environmental Protection

The Head of Finance outlined the principal items of income/expenditure in this programme  Recycling, Waste Disposal,  Burial Grounds, Landfill, Waivers.

Questions were dealt with in relation to, transportation to Powerstown, litter fines, end of life vechicles, major emergency management, direct administration costs, fire protection, polloution control, street cleaning, estate cleaning, 

The Mayor complimented staff for all the good work that has been done to present the City in a positive way. 

Programme 6:  Recreation and Amenity

The Head of Finance detailed the items of income/expenditure in this programme,  Libraries, Parks, Williamstown Golf Course, Regional Sports Centre, Marina.

Questions were dealt with concerning the stand at the Regional Sports Centre, and proposals for a driving range at Williamstown Golf Course, mobile library, arts and  community grants, the  Marina, ,  festive lighting and the new skatepark. 
Programme 7:  Agriculture, Education, Health and Welfare

The Head of Finance detailed items of income/expenditure in this programme, agriculture, education,  health and welfare, miscellaneous.  

Questions were dealt with concerning school meals, higher education grants

Programme 8:  Miscellaneous Services

The Head of Finance detailed the items of income/expenditure in this programme, land acquisition & development, financial management and expenses. 

Questions were dealt with in respect of expenses, doubtful debts.

Questions dealt with under  the central management were, register of electors, Maritana Gate, consumer protection, casual trading, dog licences, control of horses.
The City manager highlighted the proposal for festival developments, and advised that the figures as circulated are strictly confidential and for the information of the Council Members only
