	CAPITAL INVESTMENT


The City Manager’s report circulated at the meeting outlined the long term proposals and a spend of approximately €500m on essential infrastructure over the next ten years in order that the city  secure its future as a vital part of the economic development in the south east.  The cashflow provided by the sale of lands at Killure will enable proposals for early delivery of key projects.  Proposals for the spend of €45 include :

It was proposed by  Cllr. M. Roche, seconded by Cllr. J. Kelly and unanimously agreed to suspend standing orders to allow discussion on the report.

An extensive discussion followed to which all members contributed.  Subjects considered included additional road improvements, Abbey Road,  further city centre development and enhancement, the Quays and how they should be addressed to maximise their benefit to the city, treatment of the Waterside area and St. John’s River, the sculpture trail, support for further performance venues, the review of the City Development Plan and the Development Contribution Scheme. 

 It was unanimously agreed to consider in Committee  on 3rd March, 2006 at 4.00p.m., the City’s future capital funding needs and the sources therefor. 

	PEOPLE’S PARK – PHASE 3 


The Director of Community & Enterprise advised the Members that this is the  final phase of the strategic redevelopment of the People’s Park.  Works to  include skateboarding facility, basketball,  drainage and levelling, providing performance areas, upgrading and widening of paths, adult stretching area, planting, development of tree trail, security lighting  and improved signage, new seating and surfaced area, infant play area, resurfacing and installation of ground plaque at the main entrance.

The Director dealt with questions in respect of the Goff track,  Regional Sports Centre, Gate Lodge, skateboarding, ball playing area, footpaths, nature trail, infants playground, provision of cycling facilities for young children and stated  the  Part 8 process under the amended  (Planning & Development) Regulations, 2001, would revert to Council in March.

The Director also  informed the Members that a memorial plaque for the victims of Jail wall disaster of 1943 is to be unveiled on 4th March, 2006.
