	ELECTION TO JOINT POLICING COMMITTEE


Mr. Lar Power advised the Council that there is a legal requirement to establish the Joint Policing Committee strictly in accordance with the guidelines issued jointly by the Minister for Justice Equality and Law Reform and Minister for Environment Heritage and Local Government with a minimum of at least three members from each electoral area, each political grouping on the Council being represented and the Mayor, ex officio, a member. It was unanimously resolved that the JPC shall be established as follows:-

It was noted that the remaining membership would be finalised over the next month or so and it is proposed to revert to the Council in September.

As there were no further nominations in respect of Electoral Area No.1, the above nominations were unanimously agreed.

	DEVELOPMENT PLAN


The Draft Retail Strategy document circulated with the agenda.  The Senior Planner outlined the 6 mandatory requirements under The Retail Planning Guidelines and stated Item No. 5. Policies to improve the city centre would be dealt with in a specific chapter and Item No. 6 Criteria for assessing retail proposals would be as set out in the Retail Planning Guidelines.

Questions were dealt with in respect of retail warehousing, designated sites, comparison shopping within the city centre, district centres, neighbourhood shops,  other uses in city centre, off-licences/alcohol sales,   forecourt shops, development of Barrack Street/Brewery Site, Jenkin’s Lane site,  social infrastructure,  population trends, factory outlets, car parking, development at the North Quays, closed up shops and market research.
