1. Planning & Development Act, 2000 - Section 13 – Proposed Variation No. 7 – 

 Area A: New Street rezoning  of lands from residential (Housing Protection Area) to City Centre Commercial.

The City Manager’s report in accordance with Section 13  of the Planning & Development Act, 2000 had issued to Council on 4th May, 2006 . The Report lists the persons or bodies who made a submission or observation, summarises the issues raised in the submissions or observations, and, gives the response of the Manager to the issues raised, taking account of the proper planning and sustainable development of the area.   The matter  will revert to the next meeting of  Council for a decision . 

The Report recommends the  proposed variation, as contained in the public notice, be made. 

 
Area B: John’s Lane – rezoning of lands from Open Space to City Centre Commercial.
 

The Report states that the area proposed to be rezoned consists of the tarmac area at the upper level of Wyse Park which is owned by the City Council and two premises used as workshops and privately owned. Only the tarmac area is capable of facilitating the current zoning objective for the site. An issue which was emphasised in the submissions is the limited amount of open space that remains in the city centre and the potential to develop the entirety of Wyse Park as a public amenity. The Report acknowledges the merit in this objective and recommends that the area owned by the Council be retained as open space and  that the site of the existing commercial premises should be rezoned to city centre commercial  so as to reflect its existing use and future potential. 

 Questions were dealt with in respect of open space, archaeology, road widening, development contributions, childcare facilities and the desirability of the inclusion of a scale model with any  future large scale planning application. 

The matter will revert to Council for decision.
 
2.  Development Plan     
 
The Director of Services, Planning & Environment outlined  the process for the review of the existing  Development Plan and the preparation of the Waterford City Development Plan 2008-2014. He stated that the process  involves 3 stages (1) Pre-Draft, (2) Preparation of Draft Plan (3) Making of the Development Plan.
 
The Director outlined the first stage consultation process which commenced on 13th January, 2006. He stated that a  total of 172 written submissions were received within the statutory period. In accordance with Section 11(4) of the Planning & Development Act, 2000 the City Manager is obliged to  prepare a report on the consultation, summarising  the issues raised and giving his response to the written submissions received  during the consultation period.  The Director confirmed that this report had issued to Council on 4th May, 2006. The Council must now consider the report and may issue direction regarding the preparation of the Draft Development Plan. He stated that in issuing direction the members shall be restricted to considering the proper planning and sustainable development of the area, and that any such direction must take account of relevant government policies.
 
The City Manager confirmed that  copies of the Pre-Draft submissions would be made available for viewing by the elected members.

It was noted that a series of meetings over the forthcoming months will be required to deal with this review.
 
	 
	SOCIAL & COMMUNITY FACILITIES – CAPITAL SCHEMES


 
The Director of Community & Enterprise outlined the possibility of the availability of  funding  in the region of €100,000 for specified projects assessed against specified criteria, under the Social & Community Facilities Capital Scheme 2006. Each Local Authority can submit 3 proposals  for grant aid.
 
There was unanimous agreement to make an application for  funding for (1) Extension of Community Building at Richardson’s Meadow, (2) Youth Building at Farranshoneen Park and  (3) Resource Centre in Ferrybank.
