	       DRAFT CITY DEVELOPMENT PLAN             


The following wordings circulated by the Senior Planner were unanimously agreed: 
“The Council acknowledges the positive role of facilities like the Squashy Couch and will facilitate the expansion of such services across the city.”

 As a Council priority,  “to ensure, during the lifetime of the plan, that each neighbourhood designated in the plan: The Northwest suburbs, Ballybeg/Kilbarry, Ballytruckle/Kilcohan, Larchville/Lisduggan/Lismore, Grange Upper/Farronshoneen/Ballinakill, Knockboy/Blenheim, Ferrybank will, as a mimimum, have the following facilities:

A purpose-built community childcare facility

A purpose-built youth facility

A neigbourhood park including a playground an active recreation area for teenagers a kick-about area

Playing pitches alignment to sporting codes.

KILCOHAN/BALLINDUD

The Senior Planner circulated a map showing a reconfiguration of the zonal boundary in relation to submissions 126, 156, 107, 140, and 31above (Kilbarry) and 53 below and it was unanimously agreed to accept the revised configurations.
Ref. No. 53 – Shanahan Lands

The submission acknowledges the overall strategy of protecting the pNHA, providing a buffer zone and bringing the open space areas into public ownership in conjunction with the development of adjoining lands.  The submission suggests an alternative layout of residential/open space/community facilities zonings.

There is some merit in this proposal and it is recommended that the zonal boundaries be

Ref. No. 164 – Irish Wildlife Trust – Rezone Residential to Open Space.  A wildlife habitat at Couse has been surveyed by the I.W.T. and is judged to be at least locally significant.

Seeks rezoning of lands adjoining Shanahan lands and an extensive area outside the Outer Ring Road.  The lands inside the Outer Ring Road are zoned as agriculture and should remain so.  For lands outside the Outer Ring Road see 94 below.

Ref. No. 94 – Noel Frisby Construction Ltd.

Requests rezoning of 87 acres outside the Outer Ring Road to facilitate development of a Business and Technology Park.  Reasons put forward include - strategic location on Airport Road, proximity to W.R.H., large site in single ownership, infrastructure in place, will redress locational imbalance in employment across the city.

It has been a key objective of the Draft Plan not to zone lands for development outside the Outer Ring Road.  There is however some merit in the proposal to create an enterprise and employment zone in this part of the city.  There is an opportunity to develop an economic development corridor linked to developments at Airport and investments in W.R.H., and the proposed development opposite the lands.

It is however premature to rezone these lands.  It is recommended that a study of the potential to create an economic development corridor in this sector of the City be carried out.  This would include the lands in ref. nos. 159, 160 and 161 as well as 99.  It is recommended that such an objective be inserted in Chapter 2 of the Plan.

Ref. No. 49 – Tom Considine – Request to rezone from Residential to Mixed Use.

Site includes a garage, motor sales and the Salvage Shop.  There is a potential here to provide for a small neighbourhood centre to service the housing in the vicinity.

Rezone from community facilities and open space to agricultural.  The submission refers to the continuation of a working farm under the Reps scheme and maintains the proposed zoning will hinder this.

Site is adjacent to the Maypark Pumping Station on the riverside.  Site forms part of the Open Space associated with the estate.

Ref. No. 143 – Michael Dwyer

Rezone from Community Facilities to Residential

The lands are the grounds of Maypark Nursing Home.  These would be ideal for a retirement village or a step-down convalescent unit associated with W.R.H.

An area in Pine Court on which permission for a house was refused.  Recommend rezone 

as Open Space.

Permission exists for a nursing home on this site.

Ref. No. 163 – Phelan Family – omit open space zoning.

This sliver of land is part of a holding located across the boundary in Kilkenny.  Its zoning is irrelevant in a development context.  Recommend retention of existing zoning.

Unanimously agreed to recommendation.

Ref. No. 25 – Urban Initiatives – Requests inclusion as Opportunity Site.  The Ard Ri Hotel is closed and vacant.  This submission requests that the site be included in the North Quays opportunity site.  This would enable the site to be considered in the proposed urban design framework for the area.  The railway station might also be included.

2a and 2b Alexander Street have a commercial ground floor and apartments overhead.  It is an infill building between two protected structures.

1 – 2 Mayors Walk and 22 Patrick Street occupy the corner of Mayors Walks and Patrick Street and are currently in residential use.
