Presentation on Waterford City Green Routes Project.

F Roche gave an overview of work to date on Green Routes and introduced J.Seymour of DBFL Consultants who delivered a presentation the meeting.

The presentation outlined the extent of proposals for quality bus corridors, cycle paths, pedestrian crossings and junction alterations on both the N.25 and Dunmore Road Green Routes.

Copies of both the presentation and drawings were circulated.

Questions were dealt with concerning the operation of bus priority lanes, the commitment of the bus operators to provide additional services, the impact on the Quays, the design of the cycle lanes and advance stop zones, car parking, school drop-off areas and junction alignments.

Following a discussion it was agreed that the Dunmore Road Route should extend to Knockboy and it was also agreed to re-examine the bus stop location Newtown.

It was agreed to recommend the commencement of the Part 8 Planning process to Council.

Update on Bus Shelters

F. Roche reported that that work on upgrading bus at St. John’s Park and Avondale was on-going. It was noted that licences had been issued to Bus Eireann for the upgrading of bus shelters at 16 locations across the City.
