Wheelie Bin Tickets

The Director of Transportation and Infrastructure clarified the position of disc parking at Millers Marsh Car Park i.e. three discs (€3.60) for a full days parking, usual conditions for lesser periods.

German Road Housing Scheme

In response to a question the Director of Housing &Corporate Affairs informed the meeting that public consultation on the German Road Housing Scheme is ongoing and 

confirmed that the matter will revert to Council.

White & Bulky Goods Collection

The Director of Planning & Environment responding to a question regarding the white and bulky goods collection confirmed that the scheme had commenced.
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Railway Square Development

It was agreed to refer the planning application on this item to the next Committee meeting of the Council.

Radiotherapy

On the proposition of Cllr. D. Walsh seconded by Cllr. J. Halligan it was unanimously agreed that in the absence of a response from the Minister of Health and Children to

the Mayor’s correspondence, the City Council would travel to Dublin on 29th March to take part in the National Protest for Cancer Care Facilities 

On the proposition of Cllr. S.Ryan seconded by Ald. P. Hayes it was unanimously agreed that the City Council would write to the Minister demanding the date of publication of the expert review groups report on cancer care.

Wheel Washing Facilities

It shall comprise of 152 No. half basement car parking spaces which shall be accessed from the link road. 3079sq.m retail area, 1839sq.m office area. 96 No. section 23 apartments and 30 additional apartments with internal courtyards of open space located thereon, re-design and landscaping of the existing Railway Sqaure Park with public art, boardwalk along eastern elevation with St. John River, pedestrian link bridge to Millers Marsh car park, two No. ATM’s services/deliveries yard and associated site works. Being mindful that in many cases the anti-social behaviour is caused by juveniles this

council calls on the Department of Justice to fully examine this aspect of the problem

and being forward proposals to make existing legislation more appropriate to dealing

with the situation.”
