The Director of Planning & Environment stated that a clean up of Ardmore Park would be undertaken within the next couple of weeks.

The Director of Housing & Corporate Affairs informed members that there is no current licensing agreement between NTL and Waterford City Council and confirmed that the previous agreement is now obsolete.

The Director of Planning & Environment stated that no response had been received from Duchas to correspondence regarding the City Walls.

Council Meeting in Committee 15th September 2003

Delivery of Small Bins

Responding to questions the Director of Planning & Environment confirmed that the City Council is awaiting delivery of the small bins.

The Director of Planning & Environment stated that the instruction given to the cleansing department regarding bin tags is “no tag no collection”.

The Director of Planning & Environment informed the meeting that an Environmental Impact Statement had been lodged with An Bord Pleanala and that the Waste Licence Application had been lodged. He confirmed that the processing of the licence would take approximately 1 year.

Mr. P. Mc Carthy, Senior Executive Engineer informed the meeting that the Department of Environment, Heritage and Local Government had requested the City Council to carry out a water services assessment of needs. He stated that consultants had been appointed and that approval from the City Council was required commence public consultation for one month.

It was proposed by Ald. P. Hayes, seconded by Ald. H. Quinlan and unanimously agreed to proceed with the public consultation for the water services assessment of needs.

SUSPENSION OF STANDING ORDERS

Members expressed serious concern and disappointment at the recently published Expert Review Group’s Report on Radiotherapy Services and its recommendation that a Radiotheraphy Unit should be situated in Galway, Cork and Dublin and not Waterford. 

Following wide- ranging and intensive discussion it was proposed by Ald. H. Quinlan, seconded by Cllr. S. Ryan and unanimously agreed as follows:

(a) Write to the Minister for Health & Children requesting that he honour his commitment to meet with Council Members following publication of the Report on Radiation Oncology Services

(b) Request a meeting for the Council Members with the six Oireachtas Representatives for the Waterford Constituency to discuss the issue.”
