The City Manager joined in the sentiments of the resolution on his own behalf and on behalf of the City Council staff.

ELECTION OF MAYOR:          

In his opening speech the outgoing Mayor. Cllr. O. Clery acknowledged the progress on infrastructural improvements in the City. The Mayor made particular reference to the urban renewal of Gladstone St and O’Connell St. and he welcomed Aer Arann’s commitment to the provision of services at Waterford Regional Airport

The Mayor adverted to the National and International Conferences that were successfully hosted in Waterford during the year.

The Mayor expressed his delight at publication of the Skilbeck Report which recommended that WIT be upgraded to University Status. 

He welcomed the launch of container ship the Maersk, owned by Norfolk lines and the opening of Genzyme in Waterford.
He acknowledged Waterford City Council’s house building programme and referred to the opening of Glen Cottages, the completion of Abbeylands and the progress made in the Hennessy’s Rd and Kilcohan housing estates. 

The Mayor referred to the official twinning with St Johns, Newfoundland in September 2002 and the 21st celebration of Waterford’s Twinning with St Herbalin.

He also adverted to his visit to Anaheim in California.

He expressed his own personal satisfaction at the success of the Mayoral Awards for Youth in Sport and Arts and Entertainment and he congratulated all of those nominated.

The Mayor then concluded by thanking the Deputy Mayor, Cllr. S. Ryan and his wife for their support during the year. He thanked the City Manager & staff for their assistance. He then spoke of the tremendous support his wife had shown him during his year as Mayor. The Mayor then invited nominations for the office of Mayor for the ensuing year.

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Having received a majority of the votes of the Members, Ald. T. Cunningham was duly elected Mayor of Waterford.

After he had been invested with the robe and chain of office by his predecessor, Ald. T. Cunningham (Mayor) took the chair. 

The new Mayor thanked his proposer and seconder and the members who supported him.

In his opening address the Mayor thanked the guests for their attendance at the meeting and particularly made reference to the former Mayors. 

In looking to the future both immediate and long term, the Mayor referred to the matters vital for the City’s prosperity. He made particular reference to access to the City, and he referred to the PLUTS strategy, the Waterford City By-Pass, 

 the North Quays Development and the Regional Airport.

He confirmed that one of his primary goals is to maintain momentum to ensure that vital projects such as The Outer Ring Road, The Knockboy Area Plan, the North-West Suburbs and the Ballytruckle Area Action Plan support and strengthen the Community and Neighbourhood Strategy adopted by Council.

He welcomed progress on main drainage and sewerage treatment in the City and referred to the construction of a treatment plant at Bellview.

He stressed the importance of the City’s Waste Management Strategy and 

urged all householders to participate with the three bin system.

He alluded to the Urban Renewal Schemes in the City and the exciting projects being supported by the City Council. The Mayor also expressed his support for a City Market and a boundary extension to the North of the City.

The Mayor stated that he will continue to lobby the government for the establishment of a Radiotherapy Unit in Waterford Regional Hospital. 

Arts, Cultural and Sporting Communities in the City he confirmed his support for. 

He welcomed the provision of community and leisure facilities such as the 6 acre complex at Ardkeen and the clubhouse facilities at Williamstown Golf Course and expressed his delight that the extension to the Municipal Library at Lady lane was nearing completion.

The Mayor referred to the hosting of the Jamaican Special Olympics Team in Waterford and the role played by the Host Town Committee. The Mayor acknowledged the City’s links with Rochester, St. Herblain and St. Johns.

In conclusion the Mayor paid tribute to the outgoing Mayor and his wife for their commitment and dedication.

The Mayor was congratulated by the members who joined in the sentiments of his opening address.
