MATTERS ARISING:

Monthly Council Meeting 14th July 2003.

Appointed Taxi Stands

Responding to questions the Director of Transportation and Infrastructure confirmed that proposals would be brought before Council for the relocation of the proposed appointed stand in Patrick St. to the bus stop in Michael. He informed the meeting that Bus Eireann had no objection to the relocation.

In response to a question, the D/Director of Housing & Corporate Affairs stated that the Law Adviser had confirmed that the decisions on the matter taken by Council at the meetings of July 7th and 14th were valid and in accordance with Standing Orders.

City Walls

The Director of Planning & Environment stated that he would request the work schedule for restoration of the City Walls from Duchas.

Ardmore Park

The D/Director of Housing & Corporate Affairs agreed to consider a clean up of the Ardmore Park area.  Plans for the re-development and re-furbishment of the area would be considered in the context of progress on the Clonard Park Remedial Works Scheme and finalisation of the Larchville Lisduggan Area Plan.

PLANNING LAND- USE & TRANSPORTATION STUDY

The Director of Transportation & Infrastructure’s Report dated 1st September 2003 refers. He introduced Mr. Jack Sheehan, Director of Atkins Consultants to the meeting.

Responding to questions the Director of Transportation & Infrastructure confirmed that an open day on the planning, land use and transportation study would be held.

Mr. J. Sheehan stated that no significant changes had been made to the study after its presentation to Kilkenny County Council.

Questions were dealt with regarding the time schedule for consultation, predicted growth rate and investment in Waterford City.

On the proposition of Ald. P. Hayes, seconded by Ald. D. Daniels it was unanimously agreed to proceed with public consultation for the Planning Land Use and Transportation Study for a two- month period, seeking comment and observations.

SECTION 85 AGREEMENT LOCAL GOVERNMENT ACT 2001- 

N25 WATERFORD CITY BY-PASS

The Director of Transportation & Infrastructures report dated 1st September 2003 refers.

This indicated that the Section 85 Agreement would enable Waterford City Council to appoint a contractor to construct the Western Link Roundabout. The proposed roundabout is located on the N25 just outside the City Boundary and will provide a tie in point for the Western Link and Outer Ring Road.

It was proposed Ald. M. Cummins seconded by Cllr. O. Clery and unanimously agreed:

“That Waterford City Council agrees to enter into a Section 85 agreement under the Local Government Act 2001 with Kilkenny County Council and Waterford County Council in respect of the construction of the Western Link Roundabout.”

The Director of Transportation & Infrastructure answered questions relating to tendering for the project, the timeframe for construction and traffic flow on the Cork Road during the construction of the roundabout.

EUROPEAN CAR FREE DAY

The Director of Transportation & Infrastructure’s Report dated 1st September 2003, circulated with the agenda refers.

The members welcomed the initiative and asked that the Chamber of Commerce and all the businesses in the City Centre be notified.

The Senior Executive Officer, Transportation & Infrastruture gave details of the events scheduled for Car Free Day.

Questions were dealt with regarding the pilot market day.

CORRESPONDENCE:

It was agreed to send a letter of support to the Limerick County Council in support of their motion:
