Larchville/Lisguggan-Central Heating

The Director of Housing & Corporate Affairs confirmed Waterford City Council made a submission to the Department of the Environment, Heritage & Local Government seeking  funding for remedial works for all local authority dwellings within this area.  It was agreed to circulate a report on remedial works to all Members. 

Williamstown Road

The Director of Transport & Infrastructure confirmed an application for funding was made to the Department of the Environment Heritage & Local Government.

Waste Management

The City Manager confirmed financial implications would be discussed at the Statutory Budget meeting on 13th December, 2004.

Ardmore Park Plan

The Director of Community & Enterprise confirmed the matter will revert to Council following evaluation of the recent consultation day in Ardmore Park. 

Unauthorised Development – Fitzgerald Road.

The Senior Planner confirmed the unauthorised development had been demolished.

City Boundary Extension.

The Director of Housing & Corporate Affairs confirmed Consultants were in the process of finalising a proposal and the matter will revert to Council in the Spring.

Council Meeting in Committee 15th November, 2004

Bus Eireann

The Director of Transport & Infrastructure confirmed he would write to Bus Eireann with regard to safety at bus stops and the appropriatness of  bus  routes in the upper town area, and seek confirmation whether the contract with More Ireland was  renewed.

Suir Valley Railway

The City Manager confirmed Suir Valley Railway would be invited to participate when carrying out the transportation study in the city.

Outer Ring Road

The City Manager confirmed Waterford City Council is committed to this project.

Waterford City By-Pass.

The City Mangaer confirmed work would proceed when the Minister makes a decision.

North Quays- Car Park
The Director of Transport & Infrastructure confirmed he would investigate the feasibility of linking the train station car park with the new development at The North Quays

PLANNING:

(a) North West Suburbs - Variation to Development Plan, 2002

 Mr. J. Keating, Executive Planner, made a presentation on the action plan prepared by Roger Evans Associates,  outlining development around two  new neighbourhood centres each with a population of circa 6,000persons.  Neighbourhood One to be named “Carrickphierish” and will be developed during the life span of the current Development Plan, and Neighbourhood Two – “Gracedieu”. Each centre would contain a mix of uses including housing, retail, employment, education and community service. 

The Director of Planning & Environment answered questions on proximity to Hillview, traffic management , social & affordable housing, sporting facilities, provision of services, land ownership, contribution scheme.

It was proposed by Cllr. H. Quinlan, seconded by Cllr. D. Walsh and unanimously agreed that the statutory process in accordance with Section 13 of the Planning & Development Act, 2000, as amended commence in January, 2005.

(b) Local Area Plan – Ballytruckle-Kilcohan 

Members welcomed the Draft Local Area Plan for Ballytruckle/Kilcohan which was prepared in consultation with local residents, public sector agencies, non-governmental agencies, local community groups and commercial and business interests.

The Director of Planning & Environment  answered questions relating to housing strategy,  social and affordable  housing, community centre development, library services, playing fields,  industrial development,  traffic volumes,  playground facilities, CCTV,  childcare facilities, linkages, access. 

It was noted that developments to date in the area form a constraint to future development possibilities and opportunities.

It was proposed by Cllr. T. Murphy, seconded by Cllr. L. O’Neill and unanimously agreed that the statutory process in accordance with Section  18 of the Planning & Development Act, 2000, as amended,   commence in January, 2005
