The A/City Manager confirmed Bus Eireann and Waterford Suir Valley Railway have been invited to Council Meeting in Committee to be held on 15th November to address the Council.

Parking Permits

The Director of Transport & Infrastructure confirmed 120 carers permits, 1,400 residents permits, and 150 elderly persons  permits were issued to date.  He also stated that the report due before the Council next February would outline how the disc parking has worked and correspondence from affected parties.

The Mayor confirmed he had received a petition from Disc Parking Justice and copies were available.

The presentation outlined details on work carried out by the operational committees since January 2003 and the current focus for each of the operational committees.

Marketing & Publicity

· Appointment of Bance Nolan and Fleisman Hillard Saunders as public relations agents for the Tall Ships’ Race (Mar 2004)

· Regional Launch in Waterford March 2004, National Launch Dublin May 2004 (targeting potential sponsors)

· Adoption and implementation of advertising plan for 2004

The draft PR & Advertising Plan for 2005 focuses on the use of  2 key media, radio and billboard sheet posters to raise awareness of the start of the Tall Ships’ Race at Waterford.

Educational Programme - for transition year and CSPE students. 

Visiting Ships – to raise local awareness of the event.

Joint Ports Promotion - advertisements Sailing Magazines and development of  a joint 2005 ports website.  www.waterfordtallshipsrace.ie.

Finance Committee

· Sponsorship – three tiered sponsorship model  - Premier Sponsor , Partner Sponsors , Suppliers. 

Launch of  patrons’ programme - Gold, Silver and bronze packages to the value of €15,000, €10,000 and €5,000 respectively  to potential local patrons.

Liaison Committee

Recruitment campaign for 100 Liaison Officers. - Committee to ensure that all the port facilities are in place prior to the arrival of the ships such as facilities for re-fuelling, waste disposal, fresh water etc..

Harbour Activities Committee

The  Committee have presented a draft berthing plan for the event. To-date fourteen of the large Class A ships have confirmed their participation in Waterford.  Class A ships from the Netherlands, Norway, the UK, Germany and Poland have confirmed their attendance. 

Committee  will focus their attention on the water safety plan, preparations to the port and river, the sourcing of tugs and pilots and the arrival and departure plan for the participating ships.

The production of the Captain’s Manual for the event to be available in November 2004. 

Transportation & Communications Committee

Work is ongoing on the logistics and traffic planning aspects of the event. The Health and Safety Plan is currently being draw up by the Transportation and Communications Committee and this will determine the layout of the Quays. 

Mr. Fewer answered questions on finance,  visitor numbers, sponsorship, advertising, river rescue services, event licence, litter and the educational programme.
