He also thanked all Council Members and the outgoing Councillors who were unsuccessful in seeking re-election. He thanked the City Manager & staff for their assistance.  He paid particular tribute to the tremendous assistance accorded by his wide Kay and his children.

In conclusion the Mayor paid tribute to the outgoing Mayor and his wife for their commitment and dedication.  He also thanked the outgoing Councillors who where not re-elected for their contribution.
