The Head of Finance stated Indecon International Economic Consultants in association with the Institute of Local Government Studies were appointed to carry out a review of local government financing in Ireland. The Members expressed dissatisfaction at the existing Local Government Fund and welcomed the opportunity to have an input to the review. It was unanimously agreed that the Head of Finance would prepare a working paper on the proposed submission for consideration by the Council. He confirmed the  closing date for receipt of submissions is 1st November, 2004.

CITY WALLS:

The Director of Planning & Environment confirmed the availability of a grant of €2m. from the OPW.  Waterford City Council would act as the Consultant Authority to project manage the works.  He confirmed he would revert to Council with a schedule of works.

WIT  Music School

A discussion took place regarding  the future of the Music School.  The Members expressed concern at the lack of  funding for the music school, the increase in college fees and the cap on recruitments.

It was unanimously agreed to forward the two motions hereunder to  the Minister for Education and Science.

(1)  “That the Music School at Waterford Institute of Technology be retained at a cost that is sustainable for parents and to continue and expand student/teacher numbers at the school”.

(2)“That Waterford City Council acknowledges the solid progress made in Waterford Institute of Technology in terms of its academic achievements and its physical development and it calls on the Minister for Education and Science to provide the necessary funding to the Institute so as to underpin the working of all schools in the college, including ring-fenced funding for the School of Music.  We further call on the Minister to implement Clause 1.10 of the PWC restructuring agreement so as to resolve the current difficulties at the School of Music”.

This concluded the business of the meeting.
