Bus Eireann

The Senior Engineer, Transport & Infrastructure confirmed a further meeting was held with Bus Eireann with regard to bus routes and bus shelters, who confirmed they were awaiting clearance from Head Office to progress the provision of shelters in the City and Co.

Radio Therapy

The Mayor confirmed a successful outcome to the  protest delegation from Waterford City & County and the Radio Therapy Committee last week. Some 50 people attended and met with  Oireachtas Members. It  was agreed to discuss the possibility of including a member from  SERA on the Radio Therapy Committee.  The Mayor also confirmed he was in contact with the  Minister for Health  & Children regarding her visit to Waterford next Thursday.

This is now a broad based Community Campaign.  It was noted that the Minister of State,  Brian Lenihan confirmed that the Tanaiste and Minister for Health & Children  now understands the need for a public Radio Therapy facility in the South East.  It was also noted that the Committee will meet within the next few weeks to consider follow up action.

Waterford City By-Pass.

The City Manager confirmed all correspondence and reports had been submitted to  the  NRA.

Flood Relief.

The Director of Transport & Infrastructure confirmed we wrote to the Minister outlining Council’s disappointment at the omission of the Tramore Road element.  However we confirmed that Council did not want to lose the entire scheme at the expense of that element and therefore we requested that the Minister execute the balance of the scheme. 

Williamstown Road

The Director of Transport & Infrastructure confirmed that a grant had been received for the Williamstown road works this year and details will be presented in the 2005 Roads Programme. 

Naming of Roundabouts

The Director of Transportation & Infrastructure confirmed that we were formulating a policy of the naming of roundabouts.

Ballytruckle-Local Area Plan

The Director of Planning & Environment  confirmed an advertisement would be placed in newspapers forthwith  to commence the process and revert to Council.
