The City Manager confirmed this item could be discussed at the Area Committee Meeting to be held on 16th May. 

Waterford Main Drainage

In reply to a question  from Cllr. Daniels,   regarding de-commissioning of septic tanks/treatment facilities, access, disruption to residents,  the Director of Transport & Infrastructure stated these issues would be addressed in the  Contractors  method statement and the matter would revert to Council. He also stated an information evening would be held for residents.

CCTV

In reply to a question by Cllr. Murphy, the Manager confirmed the question of installation of CCTV at the landfill entrance would be investigated.
Flood Relief.

The Director of Transport & Infrastructure confirmed to the Deputy Mayor that  he is meeting with  the Office of Public Works shortly to progress the scheme.

PLANNING:

(a) Section 13 (Planning & Development ) Act, 2000 – Variations to Waterford City Development Plan – 2002. Variation No. 3 – Rezoning of lands at St. John’s College from Community facilities to Residential.

The D/City Manager’s report, circulated with the agenda , summarised and responded to the submissions received, and recommended the variation as proposed.

The Manger outlined the process involved, the recognised need and advised Council that in considering the proposed variation of the plan the Members are restricted to considering the proper planning and sustainable development of the area to which the Development Plan relates, the statutory obligations of Waterford City Council and any relevant policies or objectives for the time being of the Government or any Minister of the Government.

Members expressed concerns in relation to possible residential densities, loss of open space, safeguarding the Protected Structure, the continued provision of community services.

The Senior Planner confirmed that any residential development proposed would be decided on having regard to the Residential Density Guidelines issued by the Department of the Environment Heritage and Local Government.

The City Manager stated social and affordable housing would apply as set out in the Housing Strategy in the  City Development Plan, 2002.

It was proposed by Cllr. M. Roche, seconded by Cllr. T. Cunningham to make a Variation of the Waterford City Development Plan by rezoning  lands at St. John’s College from Community facilities to Residential as detailed in the D/City Manager’s report dated 13th April, 2005 which circulated with the Agenda.

The proposal was declared carried.

Section 13 (Planning & Development ) Act, 2000 – Variations to Waterford City Development Plan,  2002. Variation No. 5 - Additions and Amendments to the North West Suburbs Action Plan.

The D/City Manager’s report, circulated with the agenda, summarised and responded to the submissions received, and recommended the variation as proposed.

The Manager outlined the process involved in varying the Plan, and advised Council that in considering the proposed variation of the plan the Members are restricted to considering the proper planning and sustainable development of the area to which the Development Plan relates, the statutory obligations of Waterford City Council and any relevant policies or objectives for the time being of the Government or any Minister of the Government. He also  advised that a unique opportunity now exists  to plan proper open space and he would revert to Council regarding the matter.  

Matters raised by Members included, the provision of educational/training facilities, parks/open space and playing pitches, childcare facilities, public service outlets.

The Senior Planner stated the provision of the central urban space was adequate to give sufficient focus to the centre and that that public services could be provided within the Neighbourhood Centre.  He also stated the need for  integrated childcare facilities.  The Senior Planner stated it was an objective of the City Development Plan to provide a riverside walk and provision would be made by the NRA as part of  the Waterford City  By-Pass 

It was proposed by Cllr. P. Hayes, seconded by Cllr. H. Quinlan and unanimously agreed to make a variation 

to Waterford City Development Plan,  2000 -  Variation No. 5. Additions and Amendments to the North West Surburbs Action Plan as detailed in the D/City Manager’s report dated 13th April, 2005 which circulated with the Agenda.

Local Area Plan Ballytruckle/Kilcohan

The City Manager’s report, circulated at the meeting, summarised and responded to the submissions received and recommended the amendments as proposed.

The Senior Planner advised that the proposal before Council was to vary the plan which had already been on display and recommended that the variations as detailed in the report be considered Material Alterations and be  put on public display for a further period of 4 weeks,  in accordance with the Planning & Development Act, 2000, as amended.
The Mayor emphasised the need for details of specific community facilities and how they would be provided.  He also questioned access onto the Tramore Road, the riverside walk and antisocial behaviour.

Concerns were expressed regarding the protection of the Kilbarry Bog, the need to provide public accessible open space in the area and the proper use of community facilities, particularly childcare facilities.

The Senior Planner dealt with questions on community facilities to be provided, access from Kilcohan to Tramore Road, Health Care Centre, commercial service uses, riverside walk, anti-social behaviour, open spaces, updating of maps to indicate most recent developments, childcare facilities, shopping facilities.

It was resolved  that  the Material Alterations  as set out in the Manager’s report dated 29th April, 2005 be  put on public display  in accordance with the Planning & Development Act, 2000, as amended. 

Any Other Business

Traveller Accommodation Programme

The Manager advised the meeting of the Statutory Process as set out in the Housing  (Traveller Accommodation) Act, 1998 for adopting the Traveller Accommodation Programme, the timescale involved and if Council fail to adopt the plan within the 21 day period, from 1s May, 2005 it becomes an executive function which is not desired by the Council or the Executive.

It was proposed by Cllr. P. Hayes and seconded by the Mayor Cllr S. Ryan to call a Special Meeting to deal with this item solely.

Register of Protected Structures

It was proposed by Cllr. Roche, seconded by Cllr. D. Daniels and unanimously agreed to commence the process  to de-list 5 Johnstown from the Register of  Protected Structures.

The Mayor confirmed the meeting closed.
