CONGRATULATIONS:

A vote of congratulations was extended to Spraoi on their performance at the European Capital of Culture launch  in Cork at the weekend.

CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES:

On the proposition of Cllr. L. O Neill, seconded by Cllr. M. Roche  it was unanimously agreed that the minutes of the Monthly Council Meeting held 6th December, 2004 be confirmed and signed.

On the proposition of Cllr. M. Roche, seconded by Cllr. P. Hayes it was unanimously agreed that the minutes of the Statutory Budget Meeting held 13th December, 2004 be confirmed and signed.

MATTERS ARISING:

Monthly Council Meeting 6th December, 2004.

Bus Eireann

The Director of Transport & Infrastructure confirmed a meeting was held with Bus Eireann with regard to bus routes and bus shelters, and confirmed a further meeting would be held shortly.

Waterford City By-Pass.

The City Manager confirmed he had not received any correspondence from the Minister in this regard.

Central Heating

The Director of Housing & Corporate Affairs confirmed the full programme will take 6-7 years for completion.  He also stated that all housing stock is being surveyed at present and a formal submission will be made to the Department of the Environment Heritage & Local Government for inclusion of relevant houses in the Remedial Works Scheme.

Waste Management 
The City Manager confirmed this would be an item on the Agenda for 17th January, 2005.

Williamstown Road

The Director of Transport & Infrastructure confirmed  details of funding from the Department of the Environment Heritage & Local Government are due in February.

Ballytruckle-Local Area Plan

The Director of Housing & Corporate Affairs confirmed that the Plan will be advertised shortly and a six week period for submissions for the public will apply.

Unauthorised Development – Fitzgerald Road.

The Senior Planner confirmed that while the demolition of unauthorised developments, such as that at Fitzgerald Road, was an unusual occurence it was not unprecedented.

Statutory Budget Meeting 13th December, 2004

Waste Management

The Director of Planning & Environment confirmed tags were issued in proportion to use to those who qualified under the waiver scheme.  He also stated tags were monitored regularly.  The Director confirmed topsoil was being transported to the landfill from the North West Surburbs to facilitate the proposed closure.

The City Manager confirmed refuse collection was in accordance with Regulations.

Minutes

In response to criticism regarding the accuracy of the minutes, it was clarified that any issue regarding accuracy of the minutes must be raised at the time of confirmation of minutes.

St. John’s River – Flood Relief Scheme

It was unanimously agreed to write to the Office of Public Works with a view to proceeding with the works as presented  and expressing dissatisfaction with the exclusion of the Tramore Road.

Parks-Open Spaces  (€300,000 allocation in Budget)
The City Manager confirmed the preparation of a business plan and  would revert to Council.

Emergency Accommodation

The Director of Housing & Corporate Affairs confirmed discussions are taking place with the Voluntary Housing organisations regarding suitable accommodation and will revert to Council. 

Local Government Fund

The City Manager confirmed increases nationally averaged in the region of  8-8½%.

(1) “Recognising that over the past decade there has been a massive increase in alcohol dependency amongst young people, with resultant health, economic and social consequences, and  believing that publicans have not lived up to their responsibility in their area of control, this Council seeks an immediate meeting with the Licensed Vintners Association, the Garda Authorities and the South Eastern Health Board to assess the situation and fully discuss its implications, particularly in relation to the following:

a. The serving of under-aged people

b. The serving of young people who are clearly already in an advanced state of intoxication.

c. The resultant public disorder, unsocial behaviour and vandalism which results from lack of proper control of alcohol sales”.
