The Members of Waterford City Council view this as a matter of the most serious concern both for  Waterford Crystal and for the City of Waterford.  In view of this the following motion was proposed by his Worship The Mayor, Cllr. S. Ryan and seconded by the Deputy Mayor,  Cllr. M. Roche was unanimously adopted:-

"Waterford City Council supports the workers of Waterford Crystal in their call that no agreement be made on the future of Waterford Crystal without the agreement of the workforce and the unions and that the City Council write to both management & unions requesting a presentation be made to City Council."

It was requested that the presentation be made to the Council within the next 2 weeks due the urgency of the circumstances.

WATERFORD CITY BYPASS

Mr. P. Power, Director of Services, Housing & Corporate Affairs advised the members that the Council had, that afternoon, received notification of the decision by the Minister for the Environment Heritage & Local Government regarding  the Waterford City Bypass.  A copy of the press release was issued to each member advising that the Woodstown site is considered a National Monument within the meaning of the National Monuments Act,  directions have been issued to the Council regarding the protection of the site, a working group to advise on the future of the site is to be established with representations from Department of the Environment Heritage & Local Government, National Monuments and Waterford City Council and proposals for the realignment of the Bypass must now be submitted.  The approval for the rest of the road stands.

The Members, led by the Mayor, welcomed the decision of the Minister as it now clears the way for the development of the N25 Waterford City Bypass to commence and allows the proper protection of the National Monument.

Mr. Power confirmed that the City Manager is progressing the matter with the NRA and the Department of the Environment Heritage & Local  Government. 

This concluded the business of the meeting.
