CCTV

In reply to a question from Cllr. Murphy, the Director of Planning & Environment  confirmed the matter is being examined.  The City Manager confirmed that Waterford City was due for the installation of CCTV.

Radio Therapy 

The Mayor confirmed we had received an acknowledgement from Minister Cullen and it was agreed to arrange a Radiotherapy committee meeting for July.

Waterford City By-Pass – Viking Site

In reply to a question from Cllr. Cullinane, the Manager recommended the nomination of Eamonn McEneaney to  the National Committee, which was proposed by Cllr. P. Hayes seconded by Cllr. D. Daniels and unanimously agreed. 

Flood Relief.

The Director of Transport & Infrastructure confirmed to he had met with the Office of Public Works on 25th May, and Consultants would be appointed to complete the design stage.  A Steering Committee was also now in place.

Waterford Main Drainage

In reply to a question  from Cllr. Daniels  the Director of Transport & Infrastructure  stated the contractor awarded the job had withdrawn his tender and the next tenderer was being examined.

Community Facilities

The Director of Community & Enterprise stated that works on the 6 acre site at Farronshoneen would be fully complete and the facility will be  available for use for the summer.

Waste Management

In reply to a question from Cllr. Roche the Director of Planning & Environment confirmed 30-40 fines had been issued, but he had cancelled the fines and issued warning letters.

The Director of Housing & Corporate Affairs confirmed we had not received a reply regarding the situation at Waterford Crystal.

PLANNING:

(a) Events Licence – Tall Ships -  Part XVI Planning & Development, Act 2000, Regulations, 2001 - Completion of the process.

The Director of Planning & Development’s report dated 10th June, 2005 circulated prior to the meeting outlined details of the event which included compliance with relevant codes of practice, securing the safety of persons,  provision of adequate facilities for health and welfare of persons attending, maintenance of public order, provision of adequate means of transport and traffic management and recommended The Tall Ships Race 2005 event be held.

The City Manager stated  the budget target had been achieved through contributions from Waterford City Council, Failte Ireland, Port of Waterford Co and  private sector and advised the event was both financially sound and stable.  He also stated Bus Eireann were appointed as contractors for the free Park & Ride which is accessible to all.  Up to 100 buses will be available to ferry all those accessing the city for the designated facilities.  Public transport will also operate to assist those travelling into the city.

Members were unanimous in their support for the hosting of the event.  Questions were dealt with in relation to  negative national press,  finance, permits, litter management plan.

The Mayor acknowledged the enormous contribution of all sectors of Waterford to this event, business, state, community and voluntary.

Members complemented the Waterford City Council staff on how well the city is looking in preparation for this major international event. 

It was proposed by Cllr. P. Hayes seconded by Cllr. D. Daniels and unanimously agreed the event proceed pursuant to Part XVI of the Planning & Development Act, 2000, Regulations, 2001.

(b) Taking in Charge  - Grange Cove, Dunmore Road.

The Director of Planning & Environment’s report circulated with the Agenda.

It was proposed by Cllr. D. Daniels, seconded by Cllr. J. Walsh and unanimously agreed that an order declaring that the roads in  Grange Cove, Dunmore Road (being roads of general public utility)  be  public roads, be made in accordance with Section 11 of the Roads Act, 1993 and in compliance with Section 180 of the Planning & Development Act, 2000.

(c) Local Area Plan – Ballytruckle/Kilcohan

The Deputy City Manager’s report 10th June, 2005 circulated prior to the meeting summarised the contents of the submissions received on the proposed material alterations. These related to the proposed  amendment which would facilitate the provision of an access to the Kilcohan Industrial Park from the Tramore Road.  


Questions were dealt with on the Tramore Road, walkway, the impact on Kilbarry Bog, a proposed National Heritage Area, pedestrian safety and traffic management.

Much of the debate centered on the possible access to the Tramore Road from the Kilcohan Industrial Park.  The Mayor closed the discussion by adverting to the overall plan with provision for improved facilities, particularly in the areas of childcare, recreation, and the opportunity to direct the proper planning and development of this growing suburb.

The proposal, to make the Ballytruckle/Kilcohan Local Area Plan, was put before the meeting. A recorded vote was called for and resulted as follows:

In this regard, it will enable all necessary works associated with the determination of the localised re-route required around the Woodstown Site, it will also enable advancing the proposed re-route through the appropriate statutory procedures.

· Construct the Western Link from the recently constructed Butlerstown Roundabout up to and including the construction of the proposed roundabout on the Old Kilmeaden Road.

· Other advanced works as deemed necessary.

“That Waterford City Council agrees to enter into a Section 85 agreement under the Local Government Act 2001 with Kilkenny County Council and Waterford County Council in respect of the construction works at the N25 Waterford City By Pass”

TALL SHIPS

Mr. N. Fewer, Chairman of the Tall Ships’ Event made a presentation on the up-to-date details of the Tall Ships’ Races.  He emphasised  the event as an opportunity for the city to host such an event and the legacy such an event will leave which will turn into a positive story for the city.  The publicity campaign is up and running with only a couple of weeks to go.    1,000 volunteers will assist in making this mammoth event possible, with up to 100 vessels berthed in the port area.  Entertainment for crew numbers totalling 3,000-4000 is a major challenge and an extensive music programme of festival fun was organised.  300,000 persons are expected into the city over the duration of the event to view the ships and enjoy the music programmes. He stated  the level of funding required was achieved and the benefits of the free Park and Ride.  

He called on all to go out and enjoy this spectacular event.

He thanked the City Council for its support in organising and contributing majorly to the event

The Mayor thanked Mr. Fewer for his presentation and all his efforts over the last number of years in preparing for this unique event.
