ROADS PROGRAMME 2005          

The Director of Transport & Infrastructure Roads Programme circulated at the meeting.  The Director presented the programme, pointing out the major works and areas of expenditure.  

Questions were dealt with regarding traffic calming measures, cycle lanes, Outer Ring Road, ramps, pedestrian crossings.

The City Manager stated the City Council contributed  €15m to the ambitious programme which reflected  Members priorities over the years.

MARINA AT MEAGHER’S QUAY

Part X1 Planning & Development Act 2000 – Part 8 (Planning & Development) Regulations 2001. – Completion of the Process.

It was proposed by Cllr. M. Roche seconded by Cllr. D. Walsh and unanimously resolved to complete the proposed Marina at Meagher’s Quay as set out in the Manager’s Report which circulated with the Agenda. 
PLANNING 

A status report of planning items referred from Monthly Council Meeting held on 14th March,2005 circulated at the meeting.

It was agreed the Senior Planner  and the Director of Planning & Environment would meet the Members of Electoral Area 2 to discuss planning applications referred from meeting of 14th March.

WASTE MANAGEMENT

The Director of Planning & Environment advised members  of  relevant current and future issues, relating to collection and disposal of waste affecting Waterford City Council and our partner authorities in the South East Region. He referred to the  imminent closure of Kilbarry Landfill and of the logistic and cost implications of  securing a site in the region willing to accept landfill waste arising in the city (residual waste from household  black bins, City Council street cleaning and clean-up operations, and the non-recyclable  element of the white/bulky  goods collection).  He stated that he would revert to Council under the planning  regulations in relation to the requirement for a  Transfer Station for  waste  prior to transportation to end destination.  The Director referred to  the serious  financial commitment required by the Council to implement the restoration and aftercare plan necessary  following the closure of Kilbarry  and its transformation into an amenity area for the city.   He updated members on the  current position regarding compliance with the EPA Waste Licence for the site.   He then outlined future proposals with regard to capacity and operation of the City Council’s Composting Plant and the County Council’s MRF. The Director stated that the  rational,  practical  and sustainable solution for waste management  is to move forward on a regional basis .

The Director referred to the current S.E. Region Joint  Waste Management Plan,  and  legislative  and funding provisions in this area. He confirmed that it is now proposed to review the Plan and consequently  there is a requirement for Waterford City Council to  enter into an agreement  under Section 85 of the Local Government Act, 2001 in order to appoint South Tipperary County Council as lead Authority in connection with the review and implementation of the Joint Waste Management Plan.

It was proposed Cllr. P. Hayes seconded by Cllr. D. Cullinane, and resolved:

“That Waterford City Council shall enter into an agreement with Kilkenny County Council, Waterford County Council, Carlow County Council, Wexford County Council and South Tipperary County Council pursuant to Section 85 of the Local Government Act, 2001, for the purposes of appointing South Tipperary County Council as Lead Authority in connection with the review and implementation of the Joint Waste Management Plan adopted by South Tipperary County Council on 17th June, 2002, by Carlow and Kilkenny County Councils and Waterford City Council on 10th June, 2002 and by Waterford and Wexford County Councils on 19th July, 2002, or any amended Joint Waste Management Plan that may be adopted and which agreement shall authorise South Tipperary County Council, for such purpose, to exercise all such statutory powers, functions and duties of this Council, as are necessary, in connection with the review and implementation of the Plan or amended Plan, whether in the administrative area of Waterford City Council or the administrative areas of any of the other aforementioned Councils”.
