	CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES:

	MATTERS ARISING:

Wetlands – Knockboy.

In reply to a question from Cllr. D. Daniels, the Director of Planning & Environment confirmed the matter was referred to our Law Adviser.

Outer Ring Road

In reply to a question from Cllr. D. Daniels the Senior Engineer confirmed the speed limit was 60km and Waterford City Speed Limit Bye-Laws 2005 are on public display.  Speed limits  could be further discussed at the SPC meeting in the context of the public consultation.

The City Manager confirmed contracts for the provision of footpaths and cycle lanes would commence within the next few weeks.

The Members paid tribute to the employees of the City Council on the successful completion of the works and opening of the road ahead of schedule.

It was agreed to include the booklet from the National Safety Council  in Ward Newsletters.

Traveller Accommodation  

In reply to a question from Cllr. S. Ryan, the Director of Housing & Corporate Affairs, confirmed  the CPG had been advised that the City Council is currently examining  the  specification of the management contract for Kilbarry  in order to secure  more efficient management of the caravan park.

University Status for WIT

Cllr. Hayes expressed concern at the announcement by the Minister for Education’s apparent indication that  there is no need to upgrade WIT to university status, despite the fact that  a report carried out by Goodbody Consultants recommended that Waterford and the South East would benefit by having our own University. It was proposed by Cllr. P. Hayes, seconded by Cllr. M. Roche and agreed that Prof. K. Byrne, WIT and the Chamber of Commerce be invited to address the Council in the context of this report.

CCTV

In reply to a question by Cllr. M. O’Halloran, the Director of Housing & Corporate Affairs outlined the costs of repairs to the Plaza.  The Director also confirmed  monitoring is now in place.

Higher Education Grants

In reply to a question by Cllr. Halligan, it was agreed to circulate members with the letter sent to the Minister for Education and her reply regarding Higher Education Grants.

(c ) Construction of Group housing and associated site development works - Part 8 {Planning & Development) Act, 2000-2002 – Regulations 2001, as amended – Completion of the process.

It was proposed by Cllr. D. Cullinane, seconded by Cllr. J. Halligan and agreed to complete works on group housing and associated site development works as set out in the City  Manager’s report which circulated prior to the meeting  at  Green Road, Ballybeg – one house with five bedrooms on a site adjacent to the Green Road with access from the Green Road.

Cllr. T. Murphy asked to be recorded as opposed to this development.

It was proposed by Cllr. D. Cullinane, seconded by Cllr. J. Halligan and agreed to complete works on group housing and associated site development works as set out in the City  Manager’s report which circulated prior to the meeting  at the Airport Road, Ballytruckle – three no. four bedroom houses on a site adjacent to the Airport Road with access from the Outer Ring Road.

It was proposed by Cllr. D. Cullinane, seconded by Cllr. J. Halligan and agreed to complete works on group housing and associated site development works as set out in the City  Manager’s report which circulated prior to the meeting  at  Carrickphierish Road, Carrickphierish –three no. four bedroom houses on a site adjacent to the Carrickphierish Road with access from the Carrickphierish Road.

Cllr. D. Daniels asked to be recorded as  opposed to all three developments.

As Chair of the LTACC,  Cllr. Cullinane requested that a member from Electoral Area 2 be nominated to the committee forthwith.

(c) Register of Protected Structures – Section 55 of the Planning & Development Act, 2000

The Director of Planning & Environment outlined to the Members that in accordance with Section 55 of the Planning & Development Act, 2000 owners and occupiers of 393 structures within Waterford City were notified  of the recommendations  by the Minister for the Environment, Heritage and Local Government to add their structure to Waterford City’s Record of Protected Structures.    Specific periods to make  submissions was allowed.  96 submissions were received, which have been forwarded to the Minister for the Environment Heritage & Local Government for his response and would revert to the November Council meeting.  No submissions were received for the remaining 297 structures.

It was proposed by Cllr. P. Hayes, seconded by Cllr. D. Cullinane and agreed that the  structures as set out in the City Manager’s report dated 29th September, 2005 (being all the structures listed except those where consideration at the review of the next development plan or at the next meeting is recommended)  be added to the Register of  Protected Structures.

Cllr. M. Roche, Cllr. L. O’Neill and Cllr. D. Daniels were opposed to the additions to the RPS. 

(d) Planning & Development Acts, 2000-2002, Regulations 2001-2005 - Variation of Development Plan –Ardmore Park/Priory Lawn, Ballybeg – Commencement of the process.

It was proposed by Cllr. S. Ryan, seconded by Cllr. Cullinane and unanimously agreed to proceed under Section 13 of the Planning  & Development Act, 2000 to commence the procedure to vary  the  City Development Plan by the rezoning from open space to residential as outlined on the map distributed at the meeting.

(e) (e)  Pumphouse at Carrickphierish  Part 8 (Planning & Development) Act, 2000-2002 - Regulations, 2001, as amended – Commencement of the process.

The Senior Engineer advised members  the City Council intends improving the water supply capacity  which will require the construction of a new Booster Pumping Station  to facilitate existing and new developments in the North West Surburbs.

	LITTER/WASTE MANAGEMENT


The Director of Planning & Environment outlined to Members  of the visitation of all households in the city who are not availing of refuse collection,  he stated he was satisfied that the majority of  households are in  compliance with the system and this is reflected in recycling rates.  He further stated the purchase of CCTV equipment for use in black spot areas and offenders will be prosecuted through the courts.  He confirmed he was aware of illegal collectors operating  within the city and was in discussions with the Gardai.

He stated he would revert to Council with the expenditure incurred in  removing contaminated of bins in the context of the annual budget.

Discussion followed centering on illegal and unauthorised waste operators, raising of public awareness, contamination of bins particularly the green bin, litter and dog fouling and a request was made that Kilkenny County Council clean the northern approaches to the city,  particularly the N9 and N25.

It was proposed by Cllr. P. Hayes, seconded by Cllr. J. Walsh and unanimously agreed to suspend standing orders to facilitate the presentation by the Local Sports Partnership.

	
	PRESENTATION – LOCAL SPORTS PARTNERSHIP


A presentation was made by Rosarie Kealy, Waterford Sports Partnership  which outlined the work and aims of the LSP: To increase participation in sport and physical recreation and to maximise the use of resources in a joint city and county initiative. 16 Local Sports Partnerships are currently in place nationally.

The various programmes under the strategic Plan include: “Everyone Active”  targeting the general population, young people, women/teenage girls, older adults,  people with disabilities and people experiencing social exclusion  to have  the opportunity to develop their talents and to achieve their goals at their chosen level of involvement through information, education and implementation.  

Under the Buntus programme for Primary Schools,  77 schools received equipment,   616 teachers trained 11,858 children reached. Under the Go for Life Programme for Older Adults, 40 older adults trained,workshops/awareness sessions, and go for life grants. Training for leaders, coaches and volunteers in Code of Ethics, Speed, Agility and Quickness Training.   The Partnership communicates through newsletters  circulated to all clubs, schools, older adult, youth groups which can also  be downloaded from the website, regular newspaper slots, radio.

 Successful events  during the year  include the older adults sports Festival held May 2005, ladies football blitz, April, 2005, workplace activities, City and County Councils,  Workplace activity pack launch, Tall ships, walking bus.
