1. Section 13 - Planning & Develoment Act, 2000.  – Completion of the Process - Proposed Variation of Development Plan (No. 7) – Area – New Street (Site of house nos. 1-8 – rezoning of  lands from Residential (Housing Protection Area) to City Centre Commercial.

       Area B – John’s Lane – rezoning of lands from open space to city centre commercial. 

The City Manager’s report, circulated with the agenda , summarised and responded to the submissions received, and outlined the need to expand the retail core of the city centre in order to protect its vitality and to maintain Waterford’s position in the national and regional retail hierarchy. The Manager outlined the process involved, the recognised need and advised Council that in considering the proposed variation of the plan the Members are restricted to considering the proper planning and sustainable development of the area to which the Development Plan relates, the statutory obligations of Waterford City Council and any relevant policies or objectives for the time being of the Government or any Minister of the Government.

The Director of Planning & Environment dealt with questions in respect of  traffic management, retail warehousing, job creation, community facilities, inward city investment.

The proposal for the adoption of the City Manager’s report dated 4th May, 2006 and to make the Variation in accordance with the recommendations therein was put before the meeting and a recorded vote was called for and resulted as follows:

2. Planning & Development Act, 2000-2002 – Section 55 – RPS – Deletion of PRS No. 34 -  Completion of the process.

It was proposed by Cllr. D. Daniels, seconded by Cllr. M. Roche and unanimously agreed to complete the process under Section 55 of the Planning & Development Act 2000-2004 to delete:

 RPS No. 34 – St. Mary’s Church, Knockboy as set out in The Director of Planning & Environment’s report dated 2nd June, 2006 which circulated with the Agenda.

3.  Part Xl Planning & Development Act, 2000 – Part 8 Planning & Development Regulations 2001- Completion of the Process.

(a) Proposed infill Housing Development Priory Lawn,/ Ardmore Park, Waterford,  road re-alignment at Ardmore Park, the demolition of two houses at Ardmore Terrace to provide vehicular access to and from Ardmore Park  and the modification of the present junction of Ardmore Terrace and Cluain A Laoi with the Cork Road to provide improved access incorporating an additional lane to facilitate left turn on to Cork Road (P8 01/06).

This item was deferred to the July meeting of the City Council.

(b) Williamstown Road Improvement Works 

It was proposed by Cllr. M. Roche seconded by Cllr. J. Walsh and unanimously agreed to complete the Planning Process as set out in Manager’s Report dated 25th May, 2006 which circulated with the Agenda.

The Deputy Mayor assumed the chair at this point in the meeting.

( c ) Realignment of the Old Kilmeaden Road from it’s junction with the Skibereen Road to the City Boundary  

It was unanimously agreed to complete the Planning Process works as set out in the Manager’s Report  which circulated with the Agenda.

4.  Material Contravention – 05/405 –  Completion of the process - 

The recommendation as set out in the Manager’s report which circulated with the agenda was unanimously  agreed by all 12 members present:

“That this Council, in accordance with Section 34(6) of the Planning & Development Act, 2000, requires that a decision to grant planning permission be made in respect of planning application reference  05/405  construction of a 2 storey 49 No. bedroom Nursing Home complete with ancillary services together with 10 No. 1 bedroom retirement apartments and 10 No. 2 bedroom retirement apartments all with ancillary site works and road improvements at Rockcastle, Rathfadden, Waterford,  subject to  the 17 conditions set out in the Planner’s Report.

5. Material Contravention – 05/578 –  Completion of the process - 

The recommendation as set out in the Manager’s report which circulated with the agenda was unanimously  agreed by all 12 members present:

“That this Council, in accordance with Section 34(6) of the Planning & Development Act, 2000, requires that a decision to grant planning permission be made in respect of planning application reference  05/578 construct 5 No. blocks of light industrial/warehouse units incorp. 33No. units, comprising of Block 1: 6 No. units; Block 2: 14No. units; Block 3; 2No, units; Block 4; 5No. units and Block 5: 6No. units; ESB sub station and all associated site development works Lacken Road, Kilbarry , Waterford, subject to  the 7 conditions set out in the Planner’s Report.

6. Planning & Development Act, 2000, Regulations, 2001,  as amended.  Part 8 –  Community Building at Richardson’s Meadow - Commencement of the process.  

Mr. P. Power advised the meeting that it is proposed to commence the Part 8 Process for the extension of the Community Building at Richardson’s Meadow and the plans will be circulated to members.  Application for funding under the Social &   Community Facilities Capital Grant Schemewas approved at Council meeting in Committee held 8th May, 2006.
