	scheme of letting priorities


In proposing the adoption of the scheme Cllr. P. Hayes,  Chair of SPC outlined the purpose of the scheme which is  to determine the order of priority to be afforded in the letting of City Council dwellings to persons whose need has been established by Waterford City Council. The revisions to the existing scheme include   the requirement to comply in all respects with the City Council’s Anti Social Behaviour policy  and provision for single parents living apart from their family, the requirement to attend pre-tenancy courses. He also referred to the high quality of design and finish being developed by the City Council’s Housing Department.

A discussion ensued where all  members welcomed the new scheme and called for action from  Government to further invest in housing to ensure improvement.  Questions were dealt with in respect of anti social behaviour,  assessment of applicants, emergency accommodation, illegal occupancy of houses, boarded up houses, tenant purchase and central heating.

The proposal was formally seconded by Cllr. M. Roche and unanimously adopted.

Cllr. T. Cunningham, City Council Representative on the Board of  Port of Waterford Co., welcomed  Mr. S. Mcllveny, The Chief Executive, Port of Waterford Co.  his presentation outlined the  economic  contribution to the local, regional and national economies of the Port in terms in terms of employment, direct procurement,  taxes, induced and indirect impacts.  The port generated some €64 million for the Republic , out of which €19 million per annum is retained at the local level and  €40million per annum in the south east.  The port is the second largest container port and the closest to main land Europe.  Objectives for 2006 is to grow the door to door European business, Deep sea feeder service and direct European Ro-Ro, extend the port facilities and to have groupage distribution network to and from Waterford.

The Chief Executive answered questions  in respect of  rail network, cruise ships, North Wharf, provision of a cruise terminal, tall ships, funding.

The Mayor thanked Mr. Mcllveny for the presentation.
