Recognizing the great additional financial burden that car parking charges are placing on Waterford workers whose places of employment are within the City and who by necessity must use their cars to travel to work, this Council calls on the City Manager to arrange for the issuing of special display passes to such workers.

Eligibility for such passes would be based on the employers submitting a list of their employees concerned together with evidence of their employment and vehicle registration number, to Waterford City Council.

These special passes to be reissued on an annual basis at a nominal fee of Fifty Euro.

Following some discussion, Cllr Roche advised that city centre parking policy is currently being 
considered by the Transportation SPC. The City Manager advised that the motion is contrary to Pluts the 
City Development Plan and the Corporate Plan.
