	south east regional airport


The meeting was advised that the City Manager, Cllr. T. Cunningham and Cllr. J. Walsh are Directors of the Company.  Mr. N. Fewer advised the meeting of the current operations of the Company and the continuing development at the Airport and how it can best be financed.  He stated the financial situation has improved considerably over the last 3 years,  with 70,000 passengers  using the airport in 2005 and January 2006 figures have increased by  54%.   He stated they were experiencing difficulties with security of  finance for the future planning of development works.  Banks were agreeable to financing but required security.

Questions were dealt with regarding the loan guarantee, state funding and support for the airport, operating costs and development, finance, support from the local authorities in the region, “Transport 21”.

It was  proposed by  Cllr. T. Cunningham,  seconded by Cllr. D. Daniels  and unanimously agreed that  this Council hereby resolves to guarantee borrowings not to exceed €1m by the  South East Regional Airport Waterford, in order to fund capital development at the airport. 

	
	waste management


The Director of Planning  & Environment informed the members of Waterford City Council’s intention not to appeal the decision of the EPA to  refuse to grant a waste licence for  the proposed  landfill at Garrynagree, Co. Waterford.  It was agreed that the matter would revert to Council for further discussion.
