The Director confirmed that the Bye Laws will come into affect on 1st  March,  2006.

	WATERFORD  CITY BY PASS


The Director of Transport & Infrastructure’s report dated 31st January, 2006 circulated with the agenda.  The Director outlined the up-to-date position of the works in relation to the N25 Waterford By-Pass, in particular the Woodstown Site, and the direction  issued pursuant to Section 14A(4)(d)  of the National monuments Act, 1930 and Section 5 of the National Monuments (Amendment) Act, 2004 by of the Minister for the Environment, Heritage and Local Government.  Changes to the approved scheme required  a 3km section of the approved scheme to be replaced by an alternative alignment of approximately 3.5km in length. Waterford City Council requested the Board determine the matters pursuant to the above Acts and facilitated the Board by issuing a Route Selection Report relating to the alternative route at Woodstown.  A decision was received on 17th January, 2006, which required an Environmental Impact Statement,  this outcome  was expected by Waterford City Council, and we had already commenced preparation of an  environmental impact statement, which is envisaged will be completed by March and it is expected the Board’s direction will issue in a matter of months.   A CPO will be required for the realigned section of the bypass.

The preferred tenderer for the bypass was announced and it is intended that work will commence on site in April 2006.  The section between the recently constructed Butlerstown Roundabout up to and including the proposed Old Kilmeaden Road Roundabout has progressed by means of an advanced build contract to facilitate proper access to the industrial zoned lands in the North West Surburbs.  Work commenced in mid January.

The Director answered questions in relation to the 2nd river crossing, method of toll, timescale of contract.

It was proposed by Cllr. D. Walsh seconded by Cllr. M. Roche and unanimously agreed to suspend standing orders to facilitate the City Manager introduce  proposals for capital investment.

	CAPITAL INVESTMENT


The City Manager read his report which was circulated at the meeting into the record of the meeting.  The report was unanimously adopted by  Council.
It was unanimously agreed to meet in Committee on 3rd March, 2006 at 4.00p.m. to consider the City’s future capital funding need and the sources therefor.
