Due to the unavoidable absence of Cllr. Hilary Quinlan, Mayor, the Deputy Mayor, Cllr. Pat Hayes, chaired this Special Meeting.  

Cllr. Tom Cunningham, who formally proposed the resolution, offered the condolences of the Fine Gael group and paid tribute to Nicholas Quinlan’s strength and vitality in his recent most difficult struggle with his illness.  This is the second personal tragedy to befall this large and honourable political and social family in Waterford at this most poignant time.  Nicholas, who was the eldest son, had worked as a master cutter in Waterford Crystal.  He was best man at the Mayor’s wedding, had been a skilled athlete and soccer player in his younger years and was a well known and liked character in Waterford.  His social skills, indeed, are legend being an entertaining raconteur and singer.

Cllr. Laurence O’Neill, who formally seconded the resolution, recalled his friendship with Nicholas, with whom he worked for some 15 years in Waterford Crystal, and referred to him as a social and sociable character who was liked by all with whom he worked.  Cllr. O’Neill tendered the condolences of the Independent group on the City Council.

Cllr. Tom Murphy offered the sympathies of the Fine Fail party to the Quinlan family at this most difficult time for them in suffering the loss of a brother so soon after the death of their father.

Cllr. John Halligan offered the condolences of the Worker’s Party to the Quinlan family.  He recalled his own personal friendship with Nicholas whom he described as a jovial character whose company was always enjoyable.  

Cllr. Jack Walsh, speaking on behalf of the Labour Party, expressed his sympathy to the Mayor and the Quinlan family.  A family death at this time of the year is most tragic and he made special reference to Nicholas’ own family who have lost both father and grandfather at this time.

Cllr. Joe Kelly, speaking on behalf of the Sinn Fein members of the Council and on his own behalf, expressed his sincere sympathy to the Mayor and his family at this time.  Cllr. Kelly recalled how he had worked closely with Nicholas in Waterford Crystal where the master cutter was renowned for his excellent work and also as a helpful and considerate colleague where he was held in high esteem by all those around him and was regarded as a pleasure to work with.

All the Members of the Council asked to be associated with the expressions of sympathy.

Prior to the formal resolution being put, the Deputy Mayor, Cllr. Pat Hayes, expressed his condolences to the Mayor and his family.  He recalled the very close relationship between Nicholas and his late father and how his good natured character forged the strongest links with all the family members.  The passing of Nicholas Quinlan has removed a well known and well liked character from this city.

The City Manager, on behalf of all the employees of the City Council and on his own behalf joined in the sentiments of the resolution.  

The formal resolution as proposed by Cllr. Tom Cunningham and seconded by Cllr. Laurance O’Neill was unanimously resolved:- “That we, the Members of Waterford City Council, in special session extend our deepest sympathy to the Mayor, Cllr. Hilary Quinlan, and his family on the death of his brother, Mr. Nicholas Quinlan”.

Details of the funeral arrangements were advised to Council.

That concluded the business of the meeting.
