Questions:

Question: Cllr. L. O’Neill and Cllr. M. Roche:  Where is  Waterford City  on the list for CCTV installation?

Answer:   Waterford City Council’s letter of 10th February, refers, further reminder to follow.

Question: Cllr. P. Hayes:  Are all the Members on the City Council  in favour of the boundary extension?

Answer:  Cllr. J. D’Arcy stated he was in favour and was mis-quoted in recent newspapers.  Cllr. D. Walsh also stated he was in favour of the extension.

Question: Cllr. D. Daniels: Can Waterford City Council write to the Minister for Transport requesting extra additional funding for the South East Regional Airport?

Answer:  Letter will issue.

Question: Cllr. T. Murphy:  Can CCTV be installed on the  Jail Wall plaque memorial?

Answer: CCTV for the City is being pursued, but not in relation to the Jail Wall Memorial.

Question:  Cllr. T. Cunningham and Cllr. D. Walsh.  Does the City Council intend to extend the sculpture trail in the City and include the  lighting up of  T.F. Meagher sculpture?

Answer:  It is being considered and the matter will revert to Council. 

Question:    Cllr. M. Roche, and Cllr. M. O Halloran:  Has any progress been made on the closure of the link between Cherrymount Estate and the Tramore Road.

Answer: The link is used frequently, will be difficult to close and is still being examined regarding lighting etc.

Question: Cllr. M. Roche:  Can Waste Management be put on the Agenda for discussion?

Answer: To be included on the April Agenda.

Question: Cllr. T. Cunningham:  Would Council like to be briefed on developments at the Port of Waterford? Answer:    Council welcomed the opportunity to be scheduled for next available meeting.

Question: Cllr. J. Walsh: Are  Residents Associations  contacted in respect of taking in charge of estates.

Answer:  The taking in charge process involves public advertisement and allows for full participation of Residents Associations.

	PLANNING


 (a) Part 8 (Planning & Development) Act, 2000-2002, Regulations 2001,  as amended – Completion of the Process.  Proposed redevelopment of the People’s Park – Phase 3 .

It was proposed by Cllr. T. Cunningham, seconded by Cllr. L. O’Neill and unanimously agreed to complete the redevelopment of the People’s Park, as set out in the Manager’s Report dated 2nd March, 2006 which circulated with  the agenda.

Questions were dealt with in respect of skateboard size,  pedestrian links, weir at John’s River.  Tribute was also paid to former Councillors who had the foresight in establishing this area of  natural beauty.

(b) Event licence – St. Patrick’s Day Parade – Completion of the process.

 Planning & Development Act 2000 (Part XVI) & Planning & Development Regulations, 2001 – Procedure relating to the holding of a prescibed event by a Local Authority -  Waterford St. Patrick’s Day Street Parade on 17th March 2006

The Director of Planning & Environment’s Report dated 28th February, 2006 in accordance with Section 238 (as amended) of the Planning & Development Act, 2000  was circulated with the Agenda.

On the proposition of  Cllr. P. Hayes, seconded by Cllr. M. O Halloran  it was unanimously agreed  that the proposed street parade proceed as advertised.

The Mayor complemented those involved in the preparation of this year’s St. Patrick’s Festival and in particular the emphasis placed on community activities.

(c)   Part 8 (Planning & Development) Act, 2000-2002, Regulations 2001,  as amended – Commencement of the Process – Waterford Regional Sports Centre






The layout map circulated at the meeting was noted and  it was unanimously agreed to commence the statutory process under Part 8 of the  Planning & Development Regulations 2001.

The Director of Community & Enterprise stated  the development would include a new 1680 seater stand, toilets, office, meeting room. New pedestrian entrance with turnstiles from Inner Ring Road. Relocation of floodlights and laying out of 2 playing pitches, relocation of polevault runway and modification to existing boundary fence.

The Director dealt with questions in respect of completion date, turn stiles, parking, funding, Barcelona Declaration, use of facilities by other sporting organisations
