	PROPERTY MANAGEMENT


A map had been circulated with Section 183 Notice of 22nd September, 2006 giving details of proposed disposal of approximately 3 acres of land at Bolton Street/Catherine Street to the Office of Public Works for €8,000,000.00 for the decentralisation programme.
