BLOCK E: comprises a Polyclinic covering an area of 2541.5sq.m. incorporating a ground floor reception and Pharmacy, first, second and third floors to include a waiting area, 8 No. treatment rooms, 28 No. consultation rooms, offices and a rooftop garden. BLOCK F: relates to an anchor retail warehouse covering an area of 6238 sq.m. incorporating a main retail floor, offices/ancillary spaces, covered builders yard, service yard and garden centre. A public Plaza with primarily pedestrian walkway will link the Polyclinic & Hotel to the Retail units & Cinema. A total of 753 carparking spaces to be provided within the overall proposed development.Access to the development site is proposed from the Cork Road(N25) which will be via a signalled controlled T-junction, located immediately to the east of Waterford Crystal Sports & Leisure Centre.
