The meeting then resolved into Committee for a presentation by  Marie Kealy and Mary Keane from South East Neurology.
The presentation outlined neurological disorders and the current service provision  in Ireland consisting  of 17 Consultant Neurologists in Cork, Dublin Galway with none in the South East.  They outlined the need for 4 Neurologists for Waterford Regional Hospital with 55,000 people affected  and the hardship that people with neurological conditions face having to travel to Dublin or Cork for treatment. 

The Members were unanimous in their support for  the group and acknowledged the work they are doing and it was agreed to write to the HSE in respect of staffing levels and  also circulate to each local authority in the South East Region.

The Mayor on behalf of City Council thanked Ms Kealy and Ms Keane for their presentation.
