	HOUSING


The Director of Community Enterprise & Housing in his  anti social behaviour policy presentation outlined the contents of the document which included, introduction and policy statement, preventative measures, dealing with anti-social behaviour and reporting.  The  document was prepared  by the Housing SPC, and  acknowledged  the commitment of Waterford City Council in the prevention and reduction of anti-social behaviour in estates.

The members welcomed the document and complimented Mr. K. Connolly and all involved  on the good work in preparation of the document.

	TRANSPORTATION


Waterford City Centre Parking Policy

In proposing the policy document Cllr. M. Roche, Chair of  Transportation SPC  outlined the objective of the Waterford City Centre Parking Policy, to encourage and facilitate use of public transport, improve the quality and accessibility of on-street parking, improve the quality and availability of off-street parking.  She complimented those involved in preparation of the document.

The proposal  was seconded by Cllr. T. Cunningham and unanimously agreed.

	
	CONFIDENTIALITY


Council Members expressed grave concern at the breach of  Standing Orders and breach of confidentiality in respect of Council Meeting   in  Committee held on 2nd April, 2007.   The Mayor expressed his  disappointment that this should occur during his term of office.  

Cllr. J. Kelly advised that following his discussion with the City Manager, he believed that he had acted in accordance with the advice given to him and that if this was not the case it was a genuine misunderstanding on his part.

The City Manager stated that the purpose of holding meetings in Committee without press being present is with the view to giving information and having discussion in confidence about certain matters and it was in this context that the information in relation to the RSC was given.  The City Manager accepted in good faith the statement by Cllr. Kelly that he may have misunderstood the situation and confirmed that the project could not now proceed at this time.  In addition he expressed dissatisfaction at the fact that the confidential reports on the City Development Plan were leaked to the media and in particular the fact that the document was reported on inaccurately in the press.  He stressed that this type of action can only serve to undermine the relationship between officials and elected members.
The meeting then concluded.
