Apologies were received from An Comhairleoir Seán Hallagan and An Comhairleoir Daithi O Cuileannáin  

who were unable to attend.

	PLANNING


Design Framework for North Quays.

The Mayor welcomed Mr. C. Norton and Mr. I. Lawless from consultants LOCI to the meeting.

A presentation on the Draft Design Framework for North Quays followed which highlighted the relationship with the South Quays, the complimentary extension of City Centre, land use and function, the balance between commercial/business and residential use, movement and access via the proposed pedestrian bridge.

It was noted that the final draft would be on the agenda for the December Council meeting following which the statutory consultation process would commence.

The proposed Design Framework was broadly welcomed by the Members. Questions were dealt with regarding consultations with developers and the community, site ownership, a board walk on the river side, the potential impact on Tall Ships 2011 and amenities on the site.

Dealing with questions the City Manager advised that a second vehicular river crossing in the City Centre could not located in the City centre and advised that most appropriate location identified in PLUTS was downstream in the Maypark area. 

	
	STANDING ORDERS


A report on the proposed changes recommended by the Procedures Committee had been circulated with the agenda.

The adoption of the proposed changes was agreed on the proposition of Cllr. L.O Neill and seconded by Cllr. P. Hayes.

It was noted that the revised Standing Orders would apply from December 1st 2007.  

It was also agreed to review Standing Orders after twelve months.

	
	LITTER PLAN


The draft Litter Management Plan 2007 had been previously circulated.

Ms. C. Byrne, Director of Environmental Services introduced the Draft Plan and outlined the current situation and proposals to tackle the issues arising. 

Members welcomed the revised Litter Management Plan and acknowledged the role of staff in the presentation and success in dealing with litter.

Questions were dealt with concerning graffiti removal, the installation of new bins, litter at clothes banks, boarded up houses and engagement with secondary schools.

It was proposed by Cllr. T. Murphy, seconded by Cllr. J. Walsh and agreed to adopt the Litter Management Plan 2007.
