	PLANNING


1. Part X1 Planning & Development Act, 2000 - Part 8 Planning & Development Regulations 2001, as amended - Commencement of the Process: - Youth/Community  facility at Carrickphierish.

The Director of Services, Environmental Services introduced this item and the Senior Architect outlined the plans for the proposed development.

Questions were dealt with concerning security measures, the management of the facility, timeframe for development, sightlines, toilet facilities,  front doors,  cost of the project and funding arrangements.

It was unanimously agreed to commence the process on the proposition of Cllr. P. Hayes and seconded by Cllr. D. Walsh.

2. Tree Preservation Christendom –

The A/Director of Services, Planning, Culture and HR ‘s report dated 7th April, 2008 had been circulated with the Agenda. The Senior Planner. outlined the proposed Tree Preservation Order, the purpose of which was to protect a number of trees of special amenity value in the Ferrybank area. 

Questions were dealt with in respect of enforcement , trees to be felled, the number of  T.P.O.’s in the city,  an audit of trees in the city, trees at Jury’s Hotel and co-operation of Kilkenny County Council.

 It was unanimously agreed to adopt the Tree Preservation Order, as circulated, at Christendom, Ferrybank on the proposition of Cllr. J. Halligan and seconded by Cllr. L. O’Neill.
3. Heritage Plan 

The Draft Heritage Plan had been circulated with the Agenda and was introduced by the Director of Services Planning. The purpose of the Plan is to increase awareness and appreciation of all aspects of the heritage unique to Waterford City as well as promoting its conservation.

A discussion ensued and the Members expressed the importance of passing on our heritage to the next generation, and paid tribute to the commitment and dedication of the Heritage Forum in preparation of the plan.

The issue of the upgrading of the Waterford Institute of Technology to University status and the Port Report which strongly reinforced the case for the re-designation of WIT and for the establishment of a University of the South East was discussed.

Tributes were paid to FUSE and the efforts made to highlight the campaign for a University of the South East.  The Members called on people to support an e-mail campaign.

It was unanimously agreed to write to Brian Cowen, Tanaiste and Taoiseach elect calling on him to make an early decision on the matter and to commence the process to re-designate WIT as the University of the South East.

	
	HEALTH SERVICES PALLIATIVE CARE


Cllr. J. Halligan read a letter received by John .McGuinness, T.D., Carlow/Kilkenny in respect of cancer and palliative care services at WRH.  Members expressed concerns that this serious issue was being ignored and the government showed no concern to those in need of this vital service.  Concerns were also expressed about the lack of cystic fibrosis, speech and language therapy and stroke services and the timescale for the implementation of these.
