	CIVIC RECEPTION:      Dr.Niall Byrne:


The purpose of the special meeting of the Council was to mark the occasion of a Civic Reception for Dr.Niall Byrne. 

Present in the Council Chamber were Dr. Niall Byrne, Church leaders, leading figures in commerce, industry, trade unions, tourism, education, media, voluntary and community organisations, the arts, Honorary Freemen.  Many former Mayors were also in attendance.

The opening address was delivered by her Worship the Mayor, Cllr. M.O Halloran and she paid tribute to Dr. Byrne on his professional life, his work as the City Council Vetinary Officer and in particular for his immense scholarly contribution to the history of Waterford and the recent publication of his translation of the Great Parchment Book.  

It was then proposed by her Worship the Mayor, Cllr. M.O Halloran and seconded by Cllr. T. Cunningham:-  

“That Waterford City Council wishes to publicly acknowledge the unique contribution made by the Dr. Niall Byrne to the classification and distribution of the history of Waterford”

The motion was adopted unanimously with acclamation.
