	CIVIC RECEPTION:  Brendan Bowyer


The purpose of the special meeting of the Council was to mark the occasion of a Civic Reception for Brendan Bowyer. 

Present in the Council Chamber were Brendan Bowyer, Church leaders, leading figures in commerce, industry, family and friends, Honorary Freemen.  Many former Mayors were also in attendance.

The opening address was delivered by his Worship the Mayor, Cllr. J. Walsh and he formally welcomed Brendan Bowyer, his family and friends to City Hall. The Mayor paid tribute to the unique contribution of Brendan to the music world and the affection with which he was regarded by so many people both at home and abroad.

It was then proposed by Cllr. D. Daniels seconded by Cllr. L. O’Neill:-  

“That Waterford City Council wishes to publicly acknowledge the unique contribution made by Brendan Bowyer to the musical, cultural and social life of the city ” 

In proposing the motion, Cllr. Daniels recalled Brendan Bowyer’s musical career over fifty years from his earliest days in Waterford, the national and international success with the Royal Showband, the recording career that yielded eight number one hits and his long and successful period performing in Las Vegas.  Concluding, Cllr. Daniels referred to Brendan’s concert at the Tall Ships Race in 2005 and looked forward a repeat performance for the 2011 Race.

Seconding the motion, Cllr. O’Neill spoke of Brendan Bowyer’s connections with the Beatles and Elvis Presley and his lifelong close connection and association with Waterford. Cllr. O’Neill also referred to the musical talent of Brendan’s late father, Stanley Bowyer and the blossoming musical career of his daughter, Aisling.

The motion was adopted unanimously with acclamation.

Brendan Bowyer responded thanking the Mayor and Council for the honour and reception accorded to him.

The Mayor then presented Brendan Bowyer with an inscribed scroll to mark the occasion.
