1. Part X1 Planning & Development Act, 2000-2007 - Part 8 Planning & Development Regulations 2001-2008, as amended – Commencement of the Process.

Demolition works at rear of Theatre Royal.
The Senior Planner presented a report on the Part 8 process which was circulated to the meeting.  The proposed works comprise the demolition of dilapidated buildings at the rear of the Theatre Royal.  The removal of these structures will facilitate the final design of the new building both from a conservation view point and the Viking Triangle proposals.

Commencement of the process was noted.
2.Section 13 (Planning & Development ) Act, 2000 – Variation to Waterford City Development Plan-2000-2013 – Ballybeg – Site for proposed Municipal Cemetery – Completion of the Process
Area A – Rezoning of lands from Technology based industry/residential to community facility. 
Area B – Rezoning of lands from Residential to Industrial.  
The City Manager’s report, circulated with the agenda was noted. The Senior Planner outlined the process involved, the recognised need and advised Council that in considering the proposed variation of the plan the Members are restricted to considering the proper planning and sustainable development of the area to which the Development Plan relates, the statutory obligations of Waterford City Council and any relevant policies or objectives for the time being of the Government or any Minister of the Government. One submission was received from the National Roads Authority indicating that it has no objection to the proposed re-zoning
It was proposed by Cllr. P. Hayes, seconded by Cllr. D. Cullinane and unanimously agreed that lands at Ballybeg  as outlined in the City Manager’s Report dated  3rd March, 2009  and circulated with  the Agenda be designated as follows:

	ANNUAL REPORT


The Draft Annual Report for 2008 which had been circulated with the Agenda was unanimously agreed on the proposition of Cllr. M. O’Halloran, seconded by Cllr. P. Hayes.  
A number of matters arising from the Report were discussed and the wide range of work undertaken by the Council was commented on along with the many positive developments during the year. It was felt that more work was needed to positively promote the image of the Council.

Questions were dealt with regarding a number of matters including remediation at the landfill, the Council’s land bank, the future of the composting plant, eligibility for tenant purchase, water quality, the library service, the purchase of private houses and town twinning.
It was noted that a workshop for Council on waste management would take place later in the week and that issues relating to succession of tenancy would be referred to the Housing SPC.
	
	CAPITAL PROGRAMME


The City Manager’s report on the capital programme had been circulated with the Agenda.

Presenting the Report, the Manager outlined the main headings and identified priorities for roads, water services, environmental services and recreation and amenity. It was noted that a total budget in excess of €78,000,000 was required and funding would be sourced through a combination of State grants, loans, development contributions and Council resources.

It was also noted that a current review of all State funding was under way in the context of the current economic position and the April Budget.

Members welcomed the programme and the positive infrastructural developments proposed.

Questions were dealt with concerning the sources of funding and timescales for a number of schemes.

Dealing with a question on the Abbey Road, the Manager stated that funding was not available to progress the scheme.
