An apology was received from An Comhairleoir Hilary O Caoinnealain who was unable to attend the meeting.
The Mayor, Cllr. J. Walsh, who formally proposed the resolution, offered the condolences of the City Council to the family of the late Dr. Michael Russell. He recalled the affection and esteem in which the late Bishop Michael Russell was held in the City.
