Public Attendance at Council Meetings
Waterford City Council welcomes any member of the public who wishes to attend a Council Meeting and seating is provided in the public gallery of the Council Chamber. 

The monthly meetings of the Council are held at 5.00pm on the 2nd Monday of each month with the exception of August.

Notice of meeting and agenda is posted on this website 5 days in advance of the meeting. 

As the seating capacity of the public gallery in the Council Chamber is limited, a ticket system operates and tickets to attend at a Council meeting can be obtained from any one of the fifteen City Councillors in advance of the meeting.

Admittance without a ticket can generally be facilitated where there is unused capacity in the Council Chamber. If you wish to attend a Council meeting and do not have a ticket please come to City Hall (Main Reception desk) at least 10 minutes before the meeting and you will be further advised.
While members of the public are very welcome to attend meetings of the Council certain rules do apply 

· You should remain seated and silent during the meeting

· Cameras, sound or any other recording devices may not be used in the Council Chamber save with the express and prior approval of the Council
· Mobile phones should not be used during the meeting
