What do you do with your used batteries?
Have you used batteries at home, but are unsure about how to dispose of them?  Some households stockpile them; others bring them to the civic Amenity Site for safe disposal, while others put them in their household bin. 
Used batteries can be taken to any shop that sells batteries and the shop will dispose of them safely for you. You don’t have to buy any batteries at the time, as the shop is obliged to take the used batteries back free of charge even if you are not buying new ones.  Kilbarry Civic Amenity Site will also accept waste batteries free of charge. Batteries should not be disposed of in any of your wheeled bins.
Retailers will only be obligated to take back batteries if they sell that type of battery, for example, retailers will not have to take back a car battery if they only sell batteries suitable for a torch or remote control.  
Workplaces and schools, subject to the agreement of local management, can also be designated as collection points.  This is an effort to maximise take back arrangements for members of the public by providing collection points in addition to those at retail outlets and local authority civic amenity facilities.  

Producers of batteries are responsible for the financing of the collection, treatment, and recycling and environmentally sound disposal of waste batteries.  The targets to be met under the legislation covering the take back of batteries is challenging, as producers must collect 25% of what they place on the market by 2012 and 45% by 2016. 
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
