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Spring into Action Against Litter!

 

Have you ever thought about carrying out a cleanup of your area? If so, National Spring Clean provides an ideal opportunity to take action this spring.

Now in its twelfth year, National Spring Clean is Ireland’s largest anti-litter initiative. The campaign encourages every sector of society to actively participate and take responsibility for litter, by conducting clean-ups in their local areas. The National Spring Clean is traditionally run throughout the ‘spring’ month of April, to kick start the national conscience and to highlight the problem of litter as summer approaches. In 2010 over 525,000 volunteers took part in some 5362 events nationwide. An estimated 1675 tonnes of litter was collected. 

Taking part in the National Spring Clean is very straight forward. Organise for a cleanup of your local area, to take place any time during April, and register your event online at www.nationalspringclean.org , by phoning 01 400 2219, faxing 01 400 2285  or by post to National Spring Clean, Environmental Educational Unit, An Taisce, Unit 5a, Swift's Alley, Francis Street, Dublin 8. 

Once you have registered you will receive a FREE clean-up kit from An Taisce. The clean up kit contains valuable tips on how to hold a successful clean-up event, posters to advertise your event, ideas on how to make your event different and lots more useful information. The pack also includes plastic bags in which to collect your litter, tabards to keep your clothes clean and gloves to keep your hands safe and clean. 
Remember, you don’t have to limit your clean ups to the spring time. You can carry out a cleanup of your local area at any time of the year by contacting Environmental Services, Waterford City Council to arrange details of the clean up before you carry out your clean up (e.g. location, any materials required, date for the collection of the litter, etc.).
